Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Monday, March 26, 2012

Board Present:

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m.

1. Jared made a motion to approve the 3/12/12 meeting minutes. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Adam Greshin (Adam) – Legislative Update

Adam noted the subtle pitch he made on Town Meeting day re: a one-member district.  However, it appears that Fayston will now be a two-member district including the Valley and Moretown and Duxbury.  He will remain the single representative up until the November election.

Adam spoke about the transportation bill (650 million this year vs. 550 million last), plan to pave Route 100 from the Granville Town line North to Route 17, possibility of replacing the Kingsbury Bridge in the next couple of years, State administration of education property tax and why he does/did not support the bill, the Vaccine Bill that has gained momentum and support from those that don’t want to see the philosophical, medical or religious exemptions removed, cloud computing (taxes on nontangible services), and possible education tax rates of .88 or .89.  SB will invited Adam back at the end of the legislative session.  Session slated to close at the end of April.
3. FNRC – Ky Koitzsch (Ky), Corey Stephenson (Corey), Ned Kelley (Ned) and Liza Walker (Liza)

Selectboard made appointments to the Board as follows:

Ky – term runs through 2013.  No change

Gene Fialkoff fills the reminder of Jane Lazorchak’s term through 2013.
Cory Stephenson – reappointed another term until 2015.

Lisa Koitzsch replaces Peter Forbes whose term expired 2012.  Lisa’s term is until 2015.

Vacant Term to 2014 (formerly term held by Stellan Wollmar).

Ned Kelley – term runs through 2014.  No change.

Stan Button fills the remainder of Patti Greene-Swift’s term through 2014.
Jared made a motion to approve this slate of officers.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

Discussion then began to get a clear understanding as to the administration of the reserve funds voted on March 6, 2012.  

Jared noted that the FNRC has been doing a good job with its original mission of oversight of the Chase Brook parcel, the barn project and education pieces with the Fayston Elementary school.  

The funds will remain in the general fund, as are all the other capital budget items.  Interest is not an option on those funds unless the SB decides to move the money to a CD.  
Corey presented draft FNRC Reserve Fund Guidelines.
Ed agreed that the purposes were fine but explained again that the funds remain in the general fund account.

SB explained the difference between the $1000.00 FNRC line item (to be used for administration, signage, supplies, etc.) that is either used or not but that it does not carry over, and the $10,000.00 reserve fund that will carry over from year to year.

SB will get back to the FNRC with language changes to paragraph “I” of the draft Guidelines.

Jared and Ed discussed the tax implications for taxpayers re land that is removed from the tax roll, pros and cons of loss of tax vs. conservation of land, increase or not of property values due to conservation efforts.
Corey asked about the application review process.  SB advised that the more formal and consistent the better.
6:58pm - Jared made a motion to go into executive session regarding possible contract negotiations for a conservation project in Fayston.  Ed seconded.  Leo Cohen, Stuart Hallstrom, Liza Walker and the three FNRC members were included. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

7:35pm – Jared made a motion to close executive session.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

No actions taken.
Corey mentioned she has applied for a VYCC work crew this summer for trail maintenance on the Case Brook parcel.

Ky asked how we are going to keep funding this reserve fund, an article each year or a budget line item. Ed said that this would be a part of the budget discussion beginning in November or December. 

4. Leo Cohen (Leo)– re: DRB
SB explained the differences and processes between the DRB and PC Boards and the role of the ZA. 

While he has little experience with Town Boards, Leo’s preference is to be on the DRB at the onset of his public service because it appears to be less bureaucratic and much more interpretive. 

SB will get back to Leo with their decision shortly.

5. Jared made a motion to accept the 2012 Town Meeting Minutes as presented.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.

6. Jared made a motion to ratify signing of the Liquor License application for Glen House and North Base Lodge.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

7. SB and Stuart Hallstrom (Stuart) decided to ask Doug Newton to generate bid documents for the replacement of Culvert #6.   The Town will purchase the culvert and supply the gravel.
8. SB signed excess weight permits for John G. French & Sons Trucking Inc., Camp Precast Concrete Products, Inc., Rice Lumber Co., Inc., Cardinal Logistics Management Corp., Barrett Trucking, Co., Harrison Redi Mix, Vt. Well & Pump, and Farris Tree Service. (SB to ratify the last three at the next SB meeting.)

9. SB signed Liquor License Renewal Applications for Tucker Hill Inn & Restaurant, Snuggery, Inc., Millbrook Inn and Mad River Glen Ski Area. (SB to ratify the last two at  the next SB meeting).

10. Jared, Ed and Patti signed the Citizens United – Article 20 on Town Meeting Warning – Resolution. Robert Vasseur declined signing.
11. SB signed the mutual aid agreement between Warren, Waitsfield, Fayston and Granville. (Upon review appears to be a draft without Fayston’s name so will need to redo at a later meeting.)

12. SB reviewed and signed the Annual Financial Plan.

13. SB approved Carol Chamberlin as temporary zoning administrator during the transition from Karla Hostetler to another.

14. Jared made a motion to appoint Leo Cohen to the DRB vacancy and Carol Chamberlin to the PC vacancy.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

15. SB read mail and signed warrant of March 13 – March 26, 2012.
