Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m.

1. Jared made a motion to approve the minutes of May 14, 2012. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Marshall & Swift Cost Tables – Ed made a motion to sign the agreement letter.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

3. SB signed Excess Weight Permits for Hallstrom Excavating, Hutch Crane & Pump, O’Casey Trucking, Inc.

4. Selectboard (SB) and Road Foreman, Stuart, discussed the denial of both the paving grant and structures grant for the German Flats Road and culvert. Schedule for road projects is as follows:

· Road crew will replace the German Flats Road culvert as soon as school is finished, and allowed to settle before paving. Installation of a four foot squished culvert, road closed for four days. While Stuart has the rented excavator he will also do some work in the gravel pit in preparation for crushing.
· S.T. Paving will pave the German Flats Road in August before school begins. Ed to contact John Reynolds. (This will essentially use all of the road retreatment reserve).

· Gary Wilkes will do the Airport Road bridge project the first week of July. Road to remain open.

· Kingsbury Construction will do the slide work on North Fayston Road as soon as school closes.  Road will be closed for two days.
· Road crew will do work on the Phen Road at some point this summer.

· Road crew continues to work on roadside brush cutting.  
5. SB thought that mailing the notice of the Planning Commissions’ survey would be most cost effective if mailed with the tax bills. They are waiting on the PC’s response to that idea.

6. SB gave Patti Lewis permission to sign the Catering Permit for Easy Street Market, Inc. regarding graduation reception @ Green Mountain Valley School for June 2, 2012.
7. SB opened bids for roadside mowing.  Bernie Dunbar came in at $3200.00 and Stuart Hallstrom came in at $3400.00.  Ed made a motion to approve the lower bid of Bernie Dunbar conditional on Bob’s ride around with Bernie to explain the number of passes in a given area and Bernie’s acceptance of the same. Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  

8. SB read mail and signed Warrant of May 15 – May 29, 2012. 
9. Other business: None.
