Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

June 11, 2012

Board Present:

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m.

1. Jared made a motion to approve the minutes of May 29, 2012.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Abby Matera, Patty Smith, Jim Donovan and Steve Gladczuk presented the Selectboard (SB) with their Safe Routes to School Travel Plan report.  (See File marked “Safe Routes to School” in SB files.).  The plan includes engineer recommendations, education, enforcement, encouragement (fun events) and evaluations.

Abby stated that the goal is to cut down on bussing and get kids more active beginning at a young age.

Abby went over Engineering Recommendations for sites A-E.   (See File). 

She described three funding opportunities.  Safe Routes to School with zero Town matching funds.  VOAT Enhancement Grants with a 20% Town match and the State Bike Ped program with a 10% Town match. All applications are due soon and should come from the Town.
Discussion followed regarding what the State programs might fund (most items except for the sidewalks and bike lanes), scope of work study necessary, permits, installation of a bike lane from Route 17 to Mount Ellen Road, the percentage of children who may benefit from this project, and the timing of the current yellow flashing lights. 

Jared asked if each there is one source of funding for each of these recommendations or all different sources and the answer was there were different grant opportunities that might cover the same projects.
Suggestion was that volunteers and the Mad River Patch Association handle the recommendations for the Mt. Ellen off road trail and trail connection to Shady Tree Lane. 
Robert noted that widening of the road for bike lanes is a much bigger issue than the recommendations for additional safety.  

Jim said that the group was essentially looking for endorsement from the SB that they supported the program.  He did note that the Enhancement grant application is quite lengthy and would require attendance at a pre-application meeting.  A letter of intent would be due by July 13, 2012.
Jared felt that the recommendation is section A were doable and in fact fell within the realm of prior SB discussion regarding school crossings to the Town Forest. 

Anna Stegemoeller suggested a backpack component be included in the program encouraging students to lighten their load and possibly providing florescent backpacks to riders.

Action Items:

Abby will provide the SB with a map of where the students benefited would come from.

Jared will contact Joshua Schwartz for assistance with the application for Safe Routes to School.  Jared, Joshua, Steve and Patti will work on this application.

3. Adam Greshin.

Adam discussed legislative decisions involving flood zones (S202), ANR hopes and fees, health care bill (in 2014 all small groups will be mandated to join the health exchange), homestead filing change back to every year and the upcoming election of House Representative in our now two member district.

4. SB signed excess weight permits for Steve Wilder and Green Mountain Power, Corp.
5. SB and Road Foreman reviewed the paper work regarding a Hydroseeder forwarded from Cindi Jones who is asking if Fayston has any interest in jointly purchasing (through a grant) one with Warren and Waitsifeld?  Warren would house, maintain and schedule the use of the equipment. 

SB and Road Foreman see little advantage in a hydroseeder for the Town of Fayston.  This equipment appears useful for applications such as lawns, athletic fields and large areas but does not really provide a benefit to seeding roadside ditches (which is the only application for Fayston).  Between the drive to get the machine, rig it up to a truck, mix the ingredients, spray ditches and clean after use, it would take less time to walk the ditches and do it by hand.  Plus the cost saving on material is not there in their opinion. SB will pass on this opportunity.
6. SB briefly discussed the draft Highway Access Permit Ordinance.  They will review carefully and discuss/adopt at their June 25, 2012 meeting.  
7. 7:40p.m. Jared made a motion to go into executive session to discuss the Chapin legal matter.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

8:00p.m. Jared made a motion to close executive session.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

No action taken.

8. SB read mail and signed Warrant of May 30 – June 11, 2012. 
9. Other business: Stuart asked for a final decision on the replacement of Culvert #6 on German Flats Road.  SB decided to install a six-foot culvert with block header vs. poured concrete.  Stuart will close the road up to four days with road crew doing the work.
8:05pm – Jared made a motion to adjourn, Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
