Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

June 25, 2012

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m.

1. Ed made a motion to approve the minutes of June 11, 2012.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. VLCT Letter re: Constable Powers/Ins. Coverage passed over until Raymond Munn arrives.

3. Selectboard (SB) discussed whether Sharpshooter Road was that or Sharpshooters Road. Ed made a motion that based on perceived historical accuracy and recollection that it should be Sharpshooter Road without the “s”.  Stewart will fix the sign to reflect this confirmation.
4. Ed made a motion to set the municipal tax rate at .185 and the local agreement rate at .0002 (veterans exemption), and to authorize Patti Lewis to enter these and the State education tax rate numbers when received, into the tax software and generate and mail out tax bills.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor. Motion carried. See attached tax rate calculations.

5. Ed made a motion to adopt the Local Hazard Mitigation Plan Update dated December 2011.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

6. SB discussed the draft Highway Access Policy.  Robert believes it is important because culverts are causing all kinds of problems for the Town and this is an effort to encourage property owners to upgrade their culverts and to build and maintain proper accesses on to the Town roads. SB made changes regarding no Town work on private culverts and that damage to Town roads by private property owners will need curing within thirty days of notice of the same. Robert and Ed decided the document needed further review and input from Jared Cadwell.  They will revisit the issue at their July 16, 2012 SB meeting.

7. SB signed Excess Weight permit for Owen Wimble.
8. Raymond Munn and SB discussed the VLCT Letter explaining the PACIF liability coverage for trained and untrained constables as of July 1, 2012.  Ray’s duties performed for the Town of Fayston will not require training.  He is taking recertification to direct traffic.  He will no longer be able to blue light, arrest or stop anyone and of course does not carry a gun.  He is able to assist for such things as breaking and entering if necessary and called by law enforcement.  SB and Ray understood the changes and insurance coverage.

9. SB read mail and signed Warrant of June 12 – June 25, 2012.
