The meeting was called to order at 6:04 pm by Chair Jon Shea.

Carol Thompson:  Application 3135, continuation of hearing.
Granting a side setback waiver was discussed; it was determined that even with the side setback reduced to ten feet a smaller stream buffer would still need to be allowed in order to accommodate building the proposed house.

The pitch of the house and garage roofs is set so that runoff will not be directed toward the stream.

The Board pointed out to Carol that the driveway needs to be at least ten feet from the side property line.

Motion to close the hearing.  Chuck Martel, 2nd Mike Quenneville.  No further discussion, all in favor.

John Donaldson, MRVHC:  Discussion Phase for Subdivision

John presented a more definitive building envelope, the curb cut approval from the Select Board, and spoke about Sugarbush’s using part of the drive to provide a bus pull-off for shuttle buses heading to Mount Ellen.
The plans, building envelope, well shields, etc. were looked at and discussed.

John requested that the requirement for a survey to be completed be waived for the portion of the parcel that Sugarbush will retain.

John requested that the subdivision fee be waived.  Jon Shea will research which would be the appropriate Board (DRB or Select Board) to consider this request.

Motion to declare the subdivision a minor subdivision.  Chuck Martel, 2nd Mike Quenneville.  No further discussion, all in favor.

The public hearing will be warned for September 13, 2011.

The Board held a deliberative session regarding Carol Thompson’s application.

The meeting adjourned at 7:35 pm.
