FAYSTON PLANNING COMMISSION

MINUTES

MONDAY, MAY 21, 2012
Members present:  Polly McMurtry, Fred Gilbert, Carol Chamberlin, Geoff Slater

The meeting came to order at 7:00 pm.
Discussion began with a question as to the Public Service Board’s deadline for the Town to formally comment on the installation of the Verizon tower on Lauren Kolitch’s property on Tucker Hill Road.  That deadline is 45 days.  One issue discussed is the potential for Kolitch to subdivide or pursue alternative energy options (ie installing wind turbines, solar panels etc).  Given that likelihood, members discussed whether Verizon should widen the planned access road now.  The members decided to amend the content of Dave’s letter to Verizon for submission to the PSB. Carol volunteered to work on it and send it out for PC review.  The letter should also relay to the PSM that the Planning Commission had met with Verizon to discuss the tower and voice any concerns that were had.  
Motion by Carol to submit to the PSB an amended version of Dave’s letter to Verizon.  Seconded by Geoff.  Motion passed.

Polly discussed amending the minutes from May 7, 2012.  Minor grammatical edits were discussed.  Motion by Fred approve the Minutes as amended.  Geoff seconded.  Motion passed.
The Commission next discussed finalizing the Town’s survey, working from the latest draft from May 17, 2012.  Members went through the most recent draft, raising suggestions and making minor edits.  John will make the edits discussed by members, with Geoff editing the question pertaining to support for alternative energy sources and looking at the dollar amounts in question 8. 

Members next decided on the process and timeline for disseminating the survey and retrieving the results.  The Central Vermont Regional Planning Commission can upload the survey onto Survey Monkey for free (up to 25 hours), provide us with the link to the data etc.  The Commission decided to utilize the RPC to create the survey and later collate the data.  John will contact Jackie Cassino to let her know our decision.  In terms of disseminating the survey, Polly will contact Patti Lewis to see if we can send out postcards to town residents or taxpayers.  The post card would  have the link to completing the survey as well as a note that hard copies of the survey would be available at the municipal offices or by calling the town clerk.  In addition, a John will create a letter/blurb for publication in the Valley Reporter.  Other outlets for dissemination or notification were considered, including WCVT portal and radio.
The next issue on the agenda was the review of Polly’s draft of rules of procedure for the Planning Commission.  Review was tabled until Dave’s return.

Potential approaches to revising the Town Plan were discussed.  It was agreed that members will, for the most part, each take a chapter or two for revision, with the understanding that some chapters will involve joint attention.  As of now, Geoff will assume the chapter on “Transportation”, Fred the chapter on “Recreation”, Carol the chapter on “Natural Resources”, and Polly the chapter on “Economic Development.”  Revising the Town Plan and approaches thereto will be continued in future meetings as the results of the Town survey come in.

Motion to adjourn by Geoff.  Fred seconded.  Motion passed.  The meeting adjourned at 8:38p.m.
