Polly called the meeting to order at 7 pm.
Dick King brought a discrepancy in the Land Use Regulations to the PC’s attention.  He pointed out that the definitions of ‘Lot’ and ‘Contiguous Land’ contradict each other in regards to whether or not a road constitutes a division that creates a separate lot even when the property on both sides is owned by the same individual.  He pointed out that according to the ‘Lot’ definition, a simple road row could create separate lots, and indicated that it would be best to follow the state guidelines/definitions when cleaning up the LUR language.  Polly pointed out that it should be public roads that are included in these definitions.
Motion by Fred to approve the minutes of June 4 as presented, second Chuck, all in favor.
Logistics of getting the survey out were discussed:
· Survey to Jackie Cassino immediately so that she can set it up in Survey Monkey
· Article in Valley Reporter (from Polly’s draft) as soon as survey is ready and PC has reviewed
· Cross-reference voter and taxpayer lists so that letter can go to residents who aren’t taxpayers
· Reminders in tax bills (late July/early Aug), Valley Reporter, MRTV, WMRW, FES newsletter, GMAVT portal through August
· Flyers posted at official town locations and other popular bulletin boards

Polly raised the possibility of applying for a Municipal Grant during the current round.   No funding needs were brainstormed at the meeting, but the PC will keep the Grant opportunity in mind over the next several weeks.
Polly will ask John Weir to pass along information to Carol Pierce regarding the possibility of the Selectboard passing interim zoning related to shortening setbacks in the Resort Development district.  If the Pierces would like to pursue this route while waiting for the proposed changes to get through the formal warning/hearing process, it will be up to them to initiate any request to the Selectboard.
The summer schedule was discussed.  It was decided that there will not be a meeting held on August 6, and that the first September meeting will most likely be rescheduled as it falls on Labor Day.
The meeting adjourned at 7:45 pm.
