FAYSTON PLANNING COMMISSION

AUGUST 20, 2012

Dave called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Sal Spinosa addressed members at the outset of the meeting.  Sal is chair of the Waitsfield Select Board and wanted to introduce himself because he is running for State representative for the district of Fayston, Waitsfield, Warren, Moretown and Duxbury.  

Dave entertained a motion to approve the Minutes from July 16, 2012.  Polly so moved and Fred seconded.  The motion passed and the Minutes were approved.

Dave updated members on the fact that the LUR Amendment (amending Resort Development district’s setbacks and minimum lot size) had been passed by the Select Board without opposition.  

Members discussed the status of replies to the town survey.  There were 116 responses (115 on Survey Monkey and one hard copy) thus far and more are needed.  Polly believes that a 25% response rate is necessary and other members agree.  John is contact the Fayston Elementary School to see if we can put a notice of the survey in the school newsletter.  Similarly, John is to contact the MRVTV and Waitsfield Telecom (Lorraine Keener).  John is also to contact Jackie Cassino regarding the possibility of garnering the results thus far for review at the next meeting.  Will we be able to get the results thus far from completed surveys?  Also, John is to ask Jackie whether the end results will be collated by Survey Monkey itself or need be done by hand.
Members discussed the revisions to the Rules of Procedure.  Dave’s revisions were discussed vis a vis Polly’s proposals from a few weeks back.  Several revisions were made to Dave’s proposed rules.  Carol moved to approve the new Rules of Procedure as amended at the meeting.  Polly seconded that motion.  All were in favor.  The motion passed and the Rules of Procedure (as revised 8/20) were passed.  
Per the Town Plan update, updated data need be obtained.  John is to see if the 2011 MRVPD Annual Data Report is finished and available.  This in addition to last years data report, updated housing information (from housingdata.org), census data, as well as the various resources listed in Jackie Cassino’s handout “community data resources.”  John is to update the stats from the last Town Plan (2008) with data from these resources.

Members discussed the plans for revising the Town Plan, specifically how to allocate the chapters.  Although the Commission agreed prior to allocate specific subjects/chapters to different  members, it was now agreed upon that we would place one chapter on each agenda in the future.  Each member would review the same subject/chapter prior to the meeting so that everyone would be on the same page for discussion.  It was also agreed upon that a review of the Town’s goals and objectives would be the starting point to updating the Town Plan.  

Revising the Town Plan for 2013 will focus upon updating the goals and objectives, updating the statistics, and correcting any problem areas from that of 2008.

The next meeting of the Fayston Planning Commission is September 17, 2012 at 7:00p.m.
