FAYSTON PLANNING COMMISSION

JULY 2, 2012

Dave called the meeting to order at 7 pm.

The meeting began with the public hearing for proposed changes to the Fayston Land Use Regulations.   The amendment seeks to bring the Resort Development Zoning District more into compliance with the intent of the Town Plan.  The Plan states that this District is intended to encourage the development of a compact, mixed use growth center at the base of Mad River Glen and the Mount Ellen Base Area.  Most of the area already developed was done with no minimum setback requirements.  Minimum setback requirements of 45 feet in the front and 25 feet in the side were added in 2007.  The Planning Commission proposed to change the minimum lot size in this District to ¼ acre and the frontal and side setbacks to 15 feet.  These dimensions are more in keeping with existing dimensions of the developed areas and will make for more compact development, as intended.  

Homeowners from the district attended the meeting and made it known to the Commission that adoption of the proposed amendment would benefit all homeowners in the district.  There were no dissenters.  Dave made a motion to approve the amendment to the land use regulations.  Chuck seconded.  All were in favor.  

The proposed amendment to the Fayston Land Use Regulations will now be passed on to the Fayston Select Board for its approval.
Dave moved to approve the minutes of June 18 (with changes).  Carol seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the minutes of June 18 were approved.

The Commission then discussed the town survey as it appears uploaded on Survey Monkey.  A list of final edits and comments was compiled.  With tax bills being sent out to residents by the end of the week beginning July 9, 2012, finalization of the survey as it appears on Survey Monkey needs to be accomplished asap.  Either John will obtain the password to Survey Monkey so that Commission members can edit the survey on their own, or Jackie Cassino will be sent a list of final edits and suggestions.

The meeting adjourned at 8:20 p.m.
