FAYSTON PLANNING COMMISSION

SEPTEMBER 17, 2012

Dave called the meeting to order at 7:05 pm.

Polly moved to approve the minutes from August 20, 2012 and Fred seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
There was a brief discussion as to the town survey.  Jackie Cassino notified John that data results could not be gathered without taking the survey offline.  Members agreed prior to keep the survey up on Survey Monkey through the end of October because many people filed the notice away with their tax bills until due by November 1, 2012.

John is to revise the Rules of Procedure as discussed at the August 20, 2012 meeting.  These revised Rules of Procedure will be reviewed for approval at the next meeting.
It was suggested and agreed upon that John prepare a manual for future new Planning Commission members.  Said manual should include various resources, including any handbooks or manuals geared to explaining the roles and duties of Planning Commissions, the most recent Town Plan, the local land use regulations etc.  The manual should be made available in the town clerk’s office as well as posted on the website.

Members next discussed the revisions to be made for the 2013 Town Plan.  One focus of the revisions will be to prioritize the goals and objectives as explained in the 2008 version.  It was also suggested that it might be fruitful to pass along a draft to both the Select Board and the Natural Resources Committee for their thoughts and suggestions.

Discussion was had as to the revising the Natural Resources section.  (Carol did not attend the meeting but this section was delegated to her as a focus.)  Suggestions for revising the section included those offered by the Natural Resource Committee, that all maps within the Town Plan be in color, the impacts of tropical storm Irene on both Fayston’s natural resources as well as mechanisms (such as culverts), and inclusion of pertinent information relative to soil stability over steep slopes.  Members agreed that further review of the 2008 Town Plan’s natural resources section by the Fayston Natural Resources Committee will be of great help in revising that section for 2013.
Members then discussed the goals and objectives portion of the Natural Resources section, focusing on eliminating any goals or objectives which have been sufficiently achieved in the years since the 2008 Town Plan and revising the sources of information cited therein.
John will have all the updated information relevant to the population and employment section and data for the next meeting.  Chuck will review the History section for the next meeting.  Members discussed additional sources for any relevant Fayston history which was not included in the 2008 Town Plan.  Chuck will pursue these possible sources.  

The next meeting of the Fayston Planning Commission is October 15, 2012.
