MINUTES

TUESDAY, MAY 8, 2012

Attending: DRB Members: Jon Shea (Chair), Chuck Martel, Kevin Wry, Leo Cohen, Carol Chamberlain. ZA: John Weir. Public: Carol Pierce, Albert Pierce, James Martini, Kerry Hale, Dennis Hall.
The meeting was opened at 7:05p.m.  There was a motion by Jon to waive election of new officials.  

The first hearing was for Application # 3166 regarding a lot line adjustment on the property of Karen and June Winhold, parcel 01-086, located on North Fayston Road.  The applicant sought and received DRB approval already for dividing the parcel.  In this application, the applicant sought to adjust the sizes to one parcel consisting of 13.7 acres and the other parcel consisting of 28.3 acres.  Applicants were not in attendance.  The hearing began with discussion as to whether this was actual subdivision.  Since lot line adjustments are considered Minor Subdivisions, there was a motion to declare the application a minor subdivision, which requires 1 public hearing, and, the applicants will need to provide the Board with a detailed sketch plan to review at the hearing.  The Board needs to know that the line will not be adjusted into the wetlands area.  There was a motion to continue the hearing for Application # 3166 until a surveyed site plan/draft plat per 7.2 of the Regulations is submitted by the applicants.  
The next hearing was for Application # 3167, by Dennis and John Hall, to adjust the line dividing parcel 07-064, located on Millbrook Road.  This is a lot line adjustment revising the line dividing the two parcels previously approved 11-29-2010 as Permit Application # 3069.  The total acreage of the parcel to be subdivided is 6.05 acres.  After subdivision, Lot A will be 4.27 acres and Lot B will be 1.78 acres.  Lot A, the smaller parcel, will maintain the house.  The applicants stated that there will be no change to the existing septic system.  There was motion to declare this a minor subdivision which was seconded.  Approval was granted on the condition that a final mylar map would be submitted within 180 days of approval.  

The next hearing was for Application #3168/3170 by Carol and Albert Pierce, requesting a setback waiver in order to build a new house on parcel 10-033, located at 84 Loop Road, Mad River Glen.  The Pierce’s currently have a non-conforming house on that parcel which they would like to demolish.  The required side setback is 25 feet, and their plans have the house located approximately 18 feet from one side of the lot.  The hearing was continued to the June meeting on account of the applicants’ plan not satisfying Section 3.8 of the Fayston Regulations.  Specifically, under Section 3.8(A)(3), applicants cannot rebuild a house which increases the total area or volume of the non-conforming portion by more than 50%.  In addition, applicants must retain integrity of existing structure; and therefore are precluded from demolishing the entire before rebuilding.  Jon moved to continue the hearing until final plan is revised to include revisions to volume/area and setback.  Chuck seconded.  All were in favor.
The next hearing was for Application #3171 by Kerry Hale, requesting a front setback waiver for placing a temporary storage structure on parcel 11-004, located at 190 German Flats Road.  The temporary storage structure is a tent garage.  A motion to approve a 55-foot front setback for the applicant was made by Chuck, and seconded by Jon.  All were in favor.
Discussion as to revising the DRB’s Rules of Procedure was tabled until the June meeting.

The meeting adjourned at 8:15p.m.
