FAYSTON DEVELOPMENT REVIEW BOARD
MINUTES

TUESDAY, AUGUST 28, 2012
Attending: DRB Members: Jon Shea (Chair), Chuck Martel, Kevin Wry, Leo Cohen, Mike Quenneville. ZA: John Weir. Public: Bill Gallup, Dick King, Ned Kelley, Ferris Buck.
The meeting opened at 6:00pm.  

The first hearing was for Application #3181, the Mad River Glen Cooperative’s expansion of base area facilities.  Members of the Board conducted a site visit prior to the meeting at 5:00pm.  The proposed expansion encompasses the patrol building, the base lodge and the retail ski shop.  
Applicant seeks approval for complete reconstruction of the patrol building   The applicant is essentially seeking a change-of-use amendment to the existing permit for the patrol building. Due to the changes in the Fayston Land Use Regulations modifying the setback requirements for the Resort Development District, the proposed reconstruction of the patrol building will fall within the requisite distances necessary.   
The applicant is seeking conditional use approval for expansion of the base lodge. Construction and addition to the base lodge building will not increase non-conformance.  The base lodge is already considered a non-conforming structure as it does not meet the setback requirements from the stream.  The applicant advises that any change to the base lodge will not increase the degree of non-conformity.  The non-conforming portion of the building will come no closer to the stream than it currently sits.  
Expansion of the retail store building presents a different issue.  Specifically, expansion of the retail building fails to meet the criteria expounded in Article 3.8(A) (4) of the land use regulations.  As it exists, the entire structure is non-conforming because a portion of the base lodge building is built over a stream, and the proposed eight (8) – foot addition will increase the degree of non-conformity.  Accordingly, a variance for the retail store addition would be required.  The applicant is currently negotiating a stormwater plan with the State.  Under whatever plan is arranged, the addition to the retail building will not increase the amount of stormwater currently discharged.  The State process will supersede.  
Chuck moved to declare the application complete.  Kevin seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

The board will proceed as follows.  Conditional use approval will be given for the base lodge.  A change-of-use amendment to the existing permit will be given to rebuild the patrol shack.  A variance will be issued for the retail store addition.  

The Board requires the applicant to submit final design plans prior to issuance of any final permit.  The entire permit will be subject to final design approval.  
Chuck moved to close the public hearing and Kevin seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

The next hearing was for Application #3183, by Reginald and Dorothy Bragg, seeking declaration of a minor subdivision.  A subdivision approval issued by the Fayston Planning Commission on November 26, 1997 based upon application # 1571 authorized the subdivision of a then 313 acre parcel into three parcels, a 5.4 acre parcel, a 241 acre parcel, and a 66.9 acre parcel.  The 1997 subdivision indicated that the lots were created and that the boundary was Town Highway # l7, Bragg Hill Road.  However, there was some confusion and the applicant desired the Board to ratify the subdivision already created to clarify any confusion.  A mylar recorded in 1997 indicates that the lots in question are divided by Town Highway #17; however, the applicant seeks the board’s clarification to that effect.   
Chuck moved to declare the application complete and Kevin seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
A motion was made to approve the two-lot subdivision as long as a corrected mylar is submitted which shows the two lots with acreage.  Chuck seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.

Kevin moved to declare the centerline of Town Highway #17, a/k/a Bragg Hill Road, as the dividing line between the two parcels in question.  Chuck seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.
The last hearing was for Application #3184, a minor subdivision.  Applicants Ferris Buck and Ned Kelley sought to adjust a lot line, approved in a prior subdivision, so that a driveway can be included with the parcel located at 576 Smith Road.  
Chuck moved to declare the application complete.  Leo seconded that motion.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  Chuck then moved to declare the application for a minor subdivision.  Mike seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  Jon then moved to close the hearing.  Chuck seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Chuck moved to approve the Minutes from July 31, 2012.  Kevin seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

The meeting adjourned at 7:15 p.m.
