Dave called the meeting to order at 5:05 pm.

Members first discussed approval of the Minutes from December 10, 2012.  Chuck moved to approve the minutes as amended, and Polly seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Members confirmed that the next meeting will be January 21, 2013 at 5pm.  

Members briefly discussed the town survey results.  John will email copies of the 2012 survey data as he has collated them.  John will also prepare an errata sheet with some of the bigger differences between the data received from the 2006 survey versus the 2012 survey.
Members next discussed the 2013 Town Plan, specifically the Economic Development section to be prepared by Polly.  Members discussed the working draft that Polly has prepared.  Much discussion centered whether to incorporate climate change into the Economic Development section – i.e. what would be Fayston’s economic recourse should climate change result in the demise of the ski industry?  In addition, John will try to find out a couple of things – including how many people are employed at the Green Mountain Valley School as well as at Sugarbush’s Mount Ellen.  
John is also to merge as much of the collated data from the 2012 survey into Polly’s working draft of the Economic Development section.  Edits within the working copy will be highlighted.  All members will review the working draft of the Economic Development section and make their own suggestions for next meeting.
For next meeting, Chuck will have a draft of the History section and Fred will have some work done on the Recreation section.
