Minutes of Selectboard Meeting                

October 22, 2012

Board Present:

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m.

1. Jared made a motion to approve the minutes of October 8, 2012. Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2. Susan Sinclair from the CVRPC presented the Selectboard (SB) with a handout about who they are, what they do and programs that they assist with the Towns.  See attached.
A couple of points made were the importance of each Town having a Hazard Mitigation Plan, in place, federally approved.  If not the Towns would not be eligible for Federal funds such as FEMA money for disaster.  FEMA recently approve Fayston’s plan. Another point was the need to have a representative from each Town on the Board.  Fayston has not had one to this or the TAC Board for several years.  CVRPC meets the 2nd Tuesday of each month and the TAC Board meets the 4th Tuesday of each month. SB will ask PC to address this issue.
3. Friends of the Mad River – Cancelled.

4. Sasha Bianchi and Bonnie Alexander from the Vermont Health Department came to the SB with a strong interest in making a better connection with the Town. They have 12 district offices that cover the State.  Their office covers 24 Towns including Fayston. Their interest is in encouraging Vermonters to make healthier choices working with individuals, schools, worksites and Towns.  They went over several programs and left information on those programs as well as contact information.  SB agreed to put links on the Town website and asked to be notified of any important developments such as immunizations clinics for whooping cough for the under insured and WIC clinics. Their work also includes working with PCs to create healthy designs within the Towns such as paths, preservation of recreation space, etc.  They also maintain a database for volunteers in case of an emergency and work with Towns to train those volunteers.
5. William Flender, Executive Director and Dinsmore Fulton, Secretary of the Mad River Path Association addressed the SB explaining the past, current and future project of their association. Some of the work includes the rebuild/build of a dozen new bridges this year and a new trail map developed.  They currently have 400 members with a goal of 500.  Their operating budget is $70,000.00.  30% of the income comes from membership and donations, 30% from fundraising and the other 30% or so from grants such as the recreation district.  They plan to ask for an increase from the recreation district this year.

Their master planning effort is to have a corridor from Warren to Moretown with the following intent:

1. Conceptual routes for the path have been identified, including 85 private landowners not counting town and state lands. 

2. They are currently working on contacting every landowner, listening to their concerns and gathering information.

3. They will then take the information, figure out what is the best route, and what resources do they need to make it happen. Then create a systematic plan to get it done.  Mr. Felder is contacting landowners if they currently house the path but have no formal easement in order to create permanent easements.
In 2013, they hope to complete the master plan and look for ways to increase financing.

Jared asked what the mileage of trails was in Fayston to which there was no answer at this time.

They did note that there would be an underpass under the Kingsbury Bridge when replaced so that the Path users may go under the road vs. crossing Route 100 in that area.
Fayston representatives on the MRVPA are Fred Gilbert, Betsy Jondro and Dori Ross.

6. Patty Smith was present to review and answer questions on the Safe Routes to School grant applications that her, Jean Berthiaume, Steve Gladzchuk and Patti Lewis had worked on and planned to submit with the SB approval by 10/26/12. $25,000.00 grant for a feasibility study regarding sidewalk and cross walk and $48.050.00 grant for radar feedback signs. Patty thinks we should hear back on the grant applications by December.
Selectboard reviewed and approved submission of the grant applications.

Patty asked about the Town painting while lines on the edge of the road two feet from the edge of the pavement.  Robert expressed his concern with narrowing German Flats Road in that manner.  The feasibility study should produce more information on recommendations on this matter and the possibility of a cross walk.

7. Stuart told the SB that John Reynolds has agreed to pave the Airport Road Bridge.  No bid received to date.  Green Mountain Paving never returned Stuart’s calls.
8. Jared made a motion to approve the proposed audit fee of $10,000.00 (full audit vs. compilation) from Fothergill, Segale and Valley.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

9. Other business:

Stuart said the crusher has not shown up yet.  

Better Back Road has not notified the Town of the award of grant money for stone line ditches to date.
Robert noted no increase in the Solid Waste District fees this coming year.

10. SB read mail and signed warrant of 10/9/12 – 10/22/12.
11. 7:45 p.m. Jared made a motion to adjourn, Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
