Minutes of Selectboard Meeting                
November 26, 2012

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m.

1. Jared made a motion to approve the minutes of November 12, 2012. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2. David Koeple, representing the Fayston Planning Commission (PC), discussed the PC budget for 2013. Specifically town plan printing/ postage, seminars that some PC members have expressed an interest in attending and the zoning administrator hours and possibility of additional hours if needed to help the PC.  Ed asked David to come back to them with their proposed numbers within two weeks and expressed appreciation of the input from the PC with the budget as the SB has not had this in several years.

3. Ed made a motion to appoint Nicole Migneault as Green Up Day Coordinator for 2013. Jared seconded, all in favor, motion carried.
4. All SB members will try to attend the AOT meeting at the Valley Players on December 12, 2012 at 6:30p.m. regarding the Lareau Bridge and traffic detour on German Flats Road.  
5. Mad River Valley Recreation District (RD) -  Doug Bergstein, Ken Felderman and John Stokes

Selectboard (SB) and above RD representatives discussed the following:

· Three largest requesters of the RD funds are Mad River Path Association (MRPA), Skatium and Mad River Park/Kingsbury Fields.

· What level of comfort does the SB have in supporting these entities?
· RD voted to support the MRPA with $10,000.00 this coming year and not the $20,000.00 requested.
· By the RD supporting these three entities, it leaves under $10,000.00/year to fund other recreation opportunities.

· Fayston SB has requested and is waiting receipt of the MRPA 2013 budget.

· Should the RD remove these three requesters from the RD funding mechanism and have them return to going before the SBs themselves for support requests?
· How many miles of trails are the taxpayers willing to pay for and support into the future.

· Volunteer vs. paid administration and future maintenance of the MRPA.

· The MRPA as a major resource to the Valley.

· Possible need for a paid position for the RD?

· Status of Skatium improvements/plans.

· Two projects which Warren wants to see funded through the RD involving their tennis courts at Brooks Field. $2500.00 the first phase and $5200.00 the 2nd phase.
In the end, the SB and RD agreed that the three major requesters should probably look at requesting directly from the Towns in the future.
6. Caitrin Noelle from the Friends of the Mad River (FMR) and BJ Taylor from the Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS)

Discussion revolved around the Manlin Road culvert project previously discussed at SB meetings.  FWS will pay for an engineering study of the project and the cost of the replacement culvert (arch or squished).  The Town would be responsible for all other material and labor.  See attached projection cost of $59,154.00.  SB agreed to go forward with the engineering study. Once that is complete, the SB can then make an informed decision about moving forward with this project (not a heavily traveled road) or not. The Town is not responsible for administering the engineering study or the purchase of the culvert.

7. 350 Vermont – Ann Dillon (Ann) and Dave Stember (Dave)
Dave and Ann reviewed the Tar Sands Oil issue, as he perceives it, including but not limited to:

Age of pipeline, possibility and effects of breakage and spills, how transportation of  tar sands has been blocked in other areas, the oil companies using this type of fuel, neurotoxins, and spill sites already documented. See attached flyer. 
Their request of the SB was to place a nonbinding resolution on the Town Meeting Warning for 2013.  

Further discussion followed about citizens making an informed decision, would there be a voice for and against at Town meeting to explain the two sides, town issue vs. non town issue and what encompasses town business.

The SB agreed that if a properly signed petition came before the SB, they would place it on the Town Meeting Warning for 2013.

8. SB reviewed the proposed health insurance rate increase and the option of going to a higher deductible/lower premium plan.  SB asked Stuart to speak to the road crew and get back to them with their input.  SB asked Patti to work the numbers further to show Town and Employee costs for the current and proposed 2013 plans.

9. SB read mail and signed warrant of 11/13/12 – 11/26/12.
10. SB decided to hold December meetings on 12/10/12 and 12/17/12.

11. 7:41p.m. Jared made a motion to enter into executive session to discuss legal matters. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

7:57p.m. Ed made a motion to close executive session.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

Actions Taken:

Robert made a motion to proceed to tax sale for Thomas and Jody MacNicoll. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  
Selectboard authorized Patti Lewis to waive the penalty and interest for Christopher Even due to possible Town Clerk error sending him the tax bill upon his written request.
