Minutes of Selectboard Meeting                
December 10, 2012

Board Present:

Meeting called to order at 5:30 p.m. at the Waitsfield Town Offices.  

The Waitsfield and Fayston Selectboards went over the road maintenance agreement.  Robert made a motion to increase the reimbursement from Waitsfield to Fayston to $5,500.00 (currently $4,800.00).  Charlie Hosford seconded.  There followed discussion about the cost of Waitsfield to maintain Fayston’s section of roads, averages and cost of sand.  Vote called, all in favor, motion carried.
Selectboards then discussed the capitol budget the fire chief is developing for the fire department.  Selectboards decided to hold off on purchasing a pickup truck, to move forward with the purchase of a tanker in 2013 and to leave the purchase of a pumper on the schedule for 2019 with the understanding the date might change. 

Selectboards discussed the general fire department budget and accepted it as presented.  The result is a $3,000.00 increase for Fayston.

Fayston Selectboard moved their meeting to the Fayston Town Offices.

Meeting called to order at 6:36 p.m.

1. Jared made a motion to approve the minutes of November 26, 2012. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2. FNRC – Liza Walker from the Vermont Land Trust, talked about;

· the purchase of the Bragg Farm by VLT,

· sale to Marisa Mauro
· fund raising efforts to date (have raised $300k out of the $500k needed to purchase the conservation easement which has a total cost of $585k), 
· willingness of the Town of Fayston to donate money, 
· Marisa’s plans to start a cheese making business, 
· and other parcels of lands in Fayston that might have conservation potential.  
She noted that they are also raising funds for a barn endowment.  These funds would help stabilize the barn, not retrofit to the owners business needs. Marisa is planning a small addition to the barn to house her creamery operation.  

While the sale of the farm to Marisa is not until next fall, they hope to enter into a lease to purchase agreement, which would allow Marisa to bring cows to the land in May and begin production in June.  See attached flyer.

Ed asked if the VLT was submitting grants for funding and Liza responded that yes they are hoping to submit one for $292k from the VHCB. 

Per the use of conservation funds policy, Ky recommends to the SB that they use the FNRC Conservation Fund monies to assist with the Bragg Farm project. Also per that policy, the FNRC must hold a public forum before dispersing the funds. Lisa Koitzsch will place an ad in the Valley Reporter noticing the public of this informational meeting.

Next Ky asked what process the SB would like them to use to request funds from the Town, a petition for an article or a line item within the budget.  SB advised they did not need a petition but should create an article for the town meeting warning. SB will need to review on or before 1/14/12.  They will be asking for $20,000.00. 

SB asked when the Barn project would be complete.  The doors and windows may be in this spring.  The Rotary Club may help.
3. Andy Yager – Fayston Animal Control Officer

Andy discussed his duties to date.  He asked who his backup was if he needed assistance. SB said that would be the constables, Raymond Munn and Allen Tinker.  There followed discussion about the Central Vermont Humane Society contract to accept Fayston’s cats and dogs.  Karen Anderson has contacted the Town to let them know that her facility is still available to take the animals.  There had been some confusion about that in the past. Karen was not present.  Andy will follow up with her about the details of this arrangement and to make sure he has 24 hour access to the kennels if need be. SB expressed their appreciation to Andy for his work. 

4. SB postponed signing of the Central Vt. Humane Society Contract until Andy is able to follow up with Karen Anderson.

5. Highway and Bridge Weight Limits – SB made the decision to post no weight limits for the Town Roads. 
6. Boundary & Annexation Survey – SB authorized Patti to return the form with no changes.. 

7. SB authorized Patti to purchase a new vacuum for the Municipal Building.

8. Stuart said that Gorman is willing to give the town a calcium tank and sprayer for $1.00 a year with a three your contract with them for the purchase of calcium.  SB wants to see their lease/contract prior to authorization.
9. Patti noted that it appears that the Town employees may have over paid their insurance contribution by one week due to 53 pay periods in 2012 vs. 52. Ed will come by the office to review.

10. SB read mail and signed warrant of 11/27/12 – 12/10/12.
11. SB schedule two budget specific meetings for 12/19/12 and 12/20/12.
