FAYSTON PLANNING COMMISSION

APRIL 1, 2013

Polly called the meeting to order at 5:02 p.m.

Members first discussed approval of the Minutes from March 4, 2013.  Chuck moved to approve the Minutes, and Fred seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.
Brief discussion was had as to the letter drafted for the Vermont Land Trust supporting the permanent protection of the Bragg Farm from future development.  Chuck moved to send the letter to VLT as amended.  Fred seconded, and the motion passed.

Members then discussed the issue pertaining to the working drafts of the Town Plan chapter uploaded onto Google Docs, specifically why members could access them but not edit them.  Carol will inquire to a friend with knowledge of the process and then email the group.

Moving on to the specifics of the 2013 Town Plan, John is to re-send the final drafts of both the Population/Community Profile chapter as well as the Housing chapter to members for suggestions.  

Regarding the History chapter, Chuck was finally given the okay from Waitsfield and Champlain Valley Telecom to incorporate the details of Fayston’s history as published in the phone book.
Regarding the Community Facilities chapter, Chuck had done work on the revisions of Chapter 8 for the meeting.  John will send Chuck the relevant portion of the 2012 Town Survey Report that incorporates the survey results and brief discussion thereto.  John will also get Chuck the info on Fayston Elementary School’s being ranked #1 in testing in the state.  Joshua Schwartz gave his okay to use his GMTA discussion contained in the Waitsfield Town Plan for our purposes on the Community Facilities chapter.  John will send Chuck the survey results and portion written on child care (for the 2012 Town Survey Report) so that Chuck can incorporate that information into the Community Facilities chapter.  Carol will review the 2008 Town Plan’s Chapter 8, section 8.10 (“Valley and Regional Planning”) and make suggestions, as Carol is now the Fayston representative to the joint body of the Central Vermont Regional Planning Commission and the Central Vermont Economic Development Corporation.  The goals/objectives portion of the Community Facilities chapter is to be reviewed and edited if necessary at the completion of the revisions of the rest of the chapter.  
For April 15: the Transportation chapter will be reviewed and discussed (if Geoff is in attendance).  Also members will discuss and make any suggestions to Chapter 6 (Housing) and again to Chapter 1 (Community Profile).  Fred and Polly will collaborate on the “renewables” portion of the Community Facilities chapter.  Chuck will have a more final draft of the Community Facilities chapter as well.

For May 6: Carol will produce a revised draft of the Natural Resources chapter.  Polly will also have an updated draft of the Economic Development chapter.
