Dave called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.
Members first discussed approval of the Minutes from May 6, 2013.  Fred made a motion to approve the Minutes and Chuck seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.
Members first discussed the Census Data Training session at the offices of the Central Vermont Regional Planning Commission on June 10th from 10am – noon.  Some members plan to attend.
Members next discussed the potential merger of the Central Vermont Regional Planning Commission and the Central Vermont Economic Development Corporation.  A joint committee of the two groups has recommended the merger for reasons which include budget savings.  Carol is the town representative to the CVRPC and must vote either in favor or against the merger, based on the Planning Commission’s input.  The general consensus of the Fayston Planning Commission is that the merger should not be approved.  The Town of Fayston benefits tremendously from the planning services rendered by the CVRPC and the partnership the CVRPC offers with the Mad River Valley Planning District.  Members are concerned that a new, consolidated committee would dilute the voting power of member towns, and that a merger could compromise or reduce the CVRPC's capacity to deliver these services.  Carol is to vote against merger on behalf of the Town.

Members next focused upon the 2013 Town Plan rewrite.  Carol prepared the revisions to the Natural Resources chapter and the Commission discussed her edits and additions.  

The next scheduled meeting of the Fayston Planning Commission is June 3, 2013.  The plan is to discuss Polly’s revisions to the Economic Development chapter if ready.
