Minutes of Selectboard Meeting                
March 18, 2013
Board Present:

Robert Vasseur (Robert), Ed Read (Ed) and Jared Cadwell (Jared)

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m.
1. Robert made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of March 11, 2013.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2. Dan Courier (Dan) from Central Vermont Regional Planning Commission (CVRPC)

Dan came to ask the SB for a letter of support for the CVRPC’s application to the Community Development Block Grant Disaster Recovery funding program to conduct a Flood Study of the Mad River. With this funding, they would collect detailed elevation data, develop flood inundation data, identify key vulnerable infrastructure and identify treatment options for these types of sites.  He also asked for $2,500.00 from the Town for a portion of the 10% match requirement.  
Dan indicated that the Town might use some of the information in the Towns Hazard Mitigation Plan and may qualify for grant funds through this program if they become available. Jared asked how this information would enhance what the Town already knows and Dan replied that they would be looking at many of the smaller culverts and trying to figure out how it washed out, the watershed above it and possible fixes in these locations. Dan explained that the CVRPC will be awarded and administer the grant and in turn they would hire consultants with support from AOT. He said the report would look like the hydraulic analysis reports we have seen in the past. He would like to submit the grant application by May. The maximum amount of the grant is $100,000.00 with a 10% match.  Waterbury has committed $2500.00 while Middlesex and Moretown have declined to do so. Ed asked if we have a good working knowledge of where our problem areas are, what would this study add beyond this? Dan replied that it may help you (SB) understand the watershed a little better and why there may be chronic problem areas, be it change in land use or slopes and elevation data.  Jared asked if writing the letter of support obligated the SB to contribute the matching funds, answer no.  Ed noted that the Town is already moving in this direction and did not think this new study was something they could feel great about spending $2,500.00 on.
Robert made a motion that the SB writes the letter of support.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

Kevin Russell (Kevin) asked if CVRPC would inform FEMA of these study results and would FEMA use the information to draw on their flood maps. Dan said the study results would meet the FEMA standards and the municipality could then take it to FEMA to adjust the maps.  Kevin asked if the study would consider aquatic organism passageways. Answer yes.  Kevin asked if the findings of the study would help the town if they requested funding to fix noted areas. Dan replied that it would help with Hazard Mitigation Grant applications.

Ed made a motion to say no to the request for $2,500.00.  Robert seconded.  All in favor, motion carried.

Jared commented that the request came as a bit of a shock as the budget had been passed at town meeting.  Not a rebuke of the purpose or intent of the project but that the SB had to be mindful of the commitments they had already made. 

SB asked Patti to write the letter or support and Dan asked that she fax or email it to him.
3. Kevin came before the SB to offer his services as the Fayston Representative on the Transportation Advisory Committee (TAC).  He explained his background, work with AOT and the Town of Waitsfield, his interest in pedestrian, bike paths, and his interest in planning. He said Steve Gladzyuck had contacted him about serving on TAC. He also received a call from Nancy Schultz who he said was looking to stack the TAC with those interested in bicycle and pedestrian accommodations in Vermont.  He stated he was very project focused, felt that serving on TAC would help him in his profession, and serve the Towns needs as well.  He was also willing to serve as the CVRPC representative if the SB felt that best.
Carol Chamberlin (Carol) stated she would like to see TAC address more bus service vs. more parking lots.

4. Carol came before the SB to offer her services as the Fayston Representative on the CVRPC and TAC boards.  When she first became a PC member, the PC discussed these positions but she did not feel she was in a position to offer her services at that time.  She is back in school through on line courses with the Vt. Law School as well as working for the State Colleges.  Ed noted it would be nice to have the Town’s interest at heart on these committees.  Jared noted that the Town had enjoyed working with Carol during her brief stint as Zoning Administrator.
Ed made a motion to appoint Carol to both the TAC and CVRPC boards. 
Jared made an amendment to appoint Carol to CVRPC and Kevin to TAC.

Carol asked if there was a reason to have one person on both boards and Ed replied no but that he believes she would be the best person for both positions.  Carol said she was willing to do both but was fine doing just the CVRPC.

SB tabled the decision until executive session.

5. SB reviewed the Town Meeting Minutes of 3/45/13.  Robert made a motion to approve the minutes. Ed seconded. Patti said she believed Ben Bridgewater had asked a question but she did not know what it was.  Did the SB think there needed to be an addition to the minutes?  SB believes it hinged around Route 100 paving and bridgework and since the discussion was included in the minutes that they were fine as written.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
6. SB signed Excess Weight Permits for United Natural Foods, Inc., John G. French & Sons Trucking, Birdseye Building, Co., Rice Lumber Co., and H.A. Manosh Corp.
7. 7:00 p.m. – Robert made a motion to go into executive session to discuss legal and personnel matters. Ed seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.
8. 7:18 p.m. – Ed made a motion to close executive session.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

9. Robert made a motion to approve Kevin Russell as Fayston’s TAC representative. Jared seconded. No further discussion.  Jared and Robert voted in favor, Ed voted against.  So moved by the majority.
10. Ed made a motion to approve Carol Chamberlin as Fayston’s CVRPC representative.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

11. SB asked Patti to request that the Fayston Cemetery Commission come to the 4/1/13 SB meeting.
12.  SB read mail and signed order dated March 12, 2013 to March 18, 2013.

13. 7:30 p.m.  Robert made a motion to adjourn, Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
