Minutes of Selectboard Meeting                

May 13, 2013

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m.

1. Robert made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of April 15, 2013. Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Cemetery Commissioners Zelda Lavanway and Ken Amann, Edward Jones Consultant, David Babic, Town Auditor, Don Murray and the Selectboard (SB) discussed the roles and responsibilities of the Cemetery Commission and the relationship with the Town and SB.  Two actions were taken as follows:

A. The Cemetery Commission will created an Investment Policy using the guidelines described in Vermont Statute Title 18: Health, Chapter 121: Cemeteries, Section 5309 Investment of Funds.  See attached.

B. Don and/or Ed will instruct Patti Lewis (Patti) on how to enter all investment activity in QuickBooks on a quarterly basis.  SB will appoint a person other than Patti to reconcile the Cemetery checking account.
3. Tanya explained the upcoming health insurance changes as the State of Vermont moves to the Health Exchange (HE) health care system.  By October 1, 2013, the SB must decide if they will continue to offer health insurance coverage to the employees or not.  If so they must choose a benchmark plan and decide how much, if any, contribution they would make to the plans. By this date, they must also log on to the HE website and enter all eligible employees’ information.  By November 1, 2013, the individual employees must log onto the HE and chose a plan that fits their needs.  January 1, 2014 is the date the HE will become effective.  See attached description of plans and costs.

4. SB gave permission for Town Clerk to sign a Request to Cater for Cork Wine Bar & Market for an event at the Knoll Farm on 5/25/13.
5. SB gave permission for the Elite Team to use the Fayston Town Gravel Pit on July 12, 19, 26 and August 22.  Insurance Certificate provided.
6. Jared made a motion to ratify signing of liquor licenses for Bongiorno and Spice of Life Catering. Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

7. SB signed Excess Weight Permits for Goin Owen’s Little Digger Service, Kingsbury Companies LLC, Bill Atwood, Haskins & Associates Concrete LLC, and Grandfield Masonry.
8. Steve asked that the SB accept a proposal from Broadreach Planning & Design (the only one received from the bid process) for the Safe Route to School Travel Plan Infrastructure Study.  Ed made a motion to accept the bid.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. See attached.

9. SB discussed the Curb Cut Access Permit Application submitted by Gary Brosnahan for South Fayston Hollow Road.  It was determined that this is a private road and as such, there is no need for the permit from the SB.  They do hope that the Zoning Administrator and/or any necessary DRB review consider the access.

10. SB reviewed RFP and Contract Drafts for the 2013 roadside mowing.  RFP to go into the VR this week.

11. FNRC was not present and had not sent in formal recommendations for new appointments.  Item tabled.

12. SB discussed timeline for setting the Town tax rate and decided it would be late June before that could happen.
13. SB read mail and signed Warrant dated April 30 – May 13, 2013.
14. Beverly and Andrew discussed the water flow and sediment monitoring they did last year on Kew Vasseur, Randell and Bragg Hill.  They wish to continue the monitoring.  They request permission from the SB to monitor and to apply for a grant to cover the cost of sock material to use on a section of Bragg Hill.  Beverly feels that it is beneficial to the Town to allow further monitoring as they will then be making recommendations to the DEC (who is in the process of creating more stringent requirements) about what might and might not work for the Towns.   She understands Fayston’s frustration with the lack of reimbursement as promised for the stone lined ditch work done last November and promises to follow up on that payment until received by the Town. SB was in favor of moving forward with the study and grant application.  
15. SB ratified signing of the SB Warrant dated 4/29/13.

16. 7:55p.m. -Jared, made a motion to adjourn.  Robert seconded.  Discussion followed regarding Keith Kuegel who had not shown up at this time.  It was decided to adjourn, wait until 8:00 p.m. for him and if he came in to reconvene the meeting at that time.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.   (8:02 p.m. Mr. Kuegel had not arrived.)
