Minutes of Selectboard Meeting                

June 10, 2013

Board Present:

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m.

1. Robert made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of May 28, 2013. Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2. Heidi Spear and Seth Henry came before the SB with a request for an access permit re: an existing access for the Irene White property located on Mt. Ellen Road.  The plan is to use the existing access, with some widening, to serve a subdivision of four homes.  This grandfathered access currently has no written or documented permit.  Stuart stated that the access has good visibility. Noted was the fact that the current culvert is 15 inches, not to Town standards.  Robert made a motion to approve the access permit with one condition that the culvert be upsized to 18 inches.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

3. Zelda LaVanway, Ken Amman and Tom Bisbee came before the SB to re-visit Don Murray’s recommendations for checks and balances and an investment policy for the Cemetery Commission accounts.  Jared restated that Patti Lewis would handle the receipt of monies and disbursement of funds, as has always been.  Ed will reconcile the bank accounts.  Ed will also work with Patti to enter the Edward Jones information on a quarterly basis.  The Cemetery Commissioners need to write an investment policy using Vermont Statute language as well as language provided by Edward Jones as a guide. They will also have an annual meeting by themselves and one with the Selectboard in early November of each year. 
4. Fire Pond Grant Application – should the fire department wish to submit an application they would handle that and present it to the Waitsfield Selectboard.  No action necessary from the Fayston SB except that Jared would call the Secklers to let them know that discussion was taking place about a fire pond on the Gaylord property.

5. SB gave Patti permission to sign the Fitz Vogt Enterprises catering request for an event at GMVS on 6/15/13.

6. SB reviewed the bid documents for replacement of culvert #20 on North Fayston Road. Ed made a motion to approve the bid document package with two changes.  One, remove the word “disposal” from page one and two, to add language to #26 that lets contractors know that bid acceptance will also be dependent on receipt of the grant award. Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

7. SB discussed the 2013 tax rate.  Ed made a motion to set the tax rate at .195 based on the lodged 2013 grand list of $3,704,057.00. This included use of the entire fund balance from 2012 of $158,145.00 and taking into account the probable decrease in revenue in the delinquent tax interest and penalties line items.  Jared seconded the motion.  Robert was opposed to the increase and felt the tax rate should be .192.  Ed and Jared voted in favor, Robert vote against, motion passed by majority to set the tax rate at .195. The SB will review tax rate, tax receipts and fund balance at end of 2013 in order to better analyze revenue and expense trends.
8. After review of the checking account balance, the upcoming truck purchase and timing of tax bills going out, Ed made a motion to transfer $200,000.00 from the Term Deposit #1 to the NSB checking account.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
9. SB signed the roadside mowing contract with Stuart Hallstrom as awarded by bid at a previous SB meeting. 

10. SB decided to hold off on additional 911 expenses until 2014.  Those expenses being 911 numbering for cemeteries, fire hydrants, camps and flood sites.
11. SB read mail and signed order dated 5/29/13 – 6/10/13.

12. 7:09 pm - Jared made a motion to go into executive session to discuss legal and personnel matters.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
7:35 pm – Jared made a motion to close executive session.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

ACTION TAKEN:  No action necessary on legal matters.  SB revisited their expectations of the road crew and what steps the SB or Road Foreman would take in the event of poor performance by the crew.  In this case, the unsatisfactory bush hogging on Tucker Hill Road. 
13. 7:40p.m. -Jared, made a motion to adjourn.  Robert seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
