Dave called the meeting to order at 5:03 p.m.
Discussion began as to the status of Polly’s work on both the “renewable energy” portion of the Community Facilities chapter as well as the second draft of the Economic Development chapter.  John will merge Polly’s updated draft of the “renewable energy” into Chuck’s draft of the Community Facilities chapter.  John is also to check for any more information relevant to Table 10.2 of the Economic Development chapter – “annual wages for covered employment.”
Members then discussed approval of the Minutes from May 20, 2013.  Chuck moved to approve the Minutes and Fred seconded.  All were in favor, and the Motion passed.
Discussion ensued as to Chuck’s suggestion that the Commission create some sort of project plan out of the goals and objectives portions of the Town Plan.  The idea is to try and implement these goals and objectives via a project plan that would, with the Select Board’s approval, delegate certain tasks to, i.e. the Natural Resources Committee. Members next discussed the goals and objectives portions of each of the Town Plan chapters.  Notes from discussion on the “goals and objectives” of each chapter:
With regard to the History chapter, Polly will ask Joshua Schwartz about the grant money for a historic site map.
With regard to the Natural Resources chapter, John found the Arrowwood Study booklet.  Members would like to review it for information to use in the 2013 Town Plan.  Chuck will edit the goals and objectives portion of the Natural Resources chapter.
With regard to the Community Profile chapter (f/k/a the Population and Employment chapter), John will make the suggested edits of the goals and objectives portion.
