FAYSTON PLANNING COMMISSION
SEPTEMBER 16, 2013

Members Present:  Polly McMurtry, Chuck Martel, Carol Chamberlin, Fred Gilbert, Geoff Slater; ZA: John Weir
Polly called the meeting to order at 5:05 p.m.
Members first discussed the Minutes of August 19, 2013.  Carol moved to approve the Minutes as amended, and Fred seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Members next discussed the 2013 Town Plan revisions.  Picking up where they left off after the last meeting, members proceeded to go through chapters 9 and 10, making minor revisions while Carol made the changes in Google Docs at the same time.
Regarding chapter 10, John will check with Jackie Cassino to see if the CVRPC has any updated economic information (i.e. covered employment data) that is obtainable from the most recent census due seemingly to changed reporting requirements and procedures.  
Discussion ensued as to the framing of an economic vision for both the Town and the Mad River Valley as a whole.  At the moment, the Town Plan offers little in the way of what residents believe Fayston’s future should look like.  Although members could not necessarily agree on an economic vision for the future, they all did agree on the fact that one seems to be lacking.  After much discussion, Geoff agreed to make an effort at writing something up for Section 10.3.2 which would address this facet.
Members next moved to discuss the Enhanced Consultation provided by Jackie Cassino at the CVRPC.  The EC was essentially a report on the Town’s 2008 Town Plan, citing its strengths, weaknesses and opportunities which exist to improve the Town Plan so that it more effectively addresses statewide goals.  
Reviewing the cited weaknesses of the 2008 Plan, members found 1) that the Town is meeting residents’/development service needs, and that any capital budget reference needs Select Board approval; 2) that the 2013 update adequately addresses affordable housing options via accessory units; 3) that “air quality” is addressed in the update in both the “Transportation” chapter and the “Renewables” section; 4) that the closest rail/air transportation opportunities were adequately addressed by Geoff on the 2013 update; 5) that the 2013 update adequately addressed childcare goal-current supply versus demand, aided by the 2013 Town Survey responses; and 6) that maybe the 2013 update could use a couple sentences to address the area of adult education opportunities. 
Members next reviewed the cited opportunities which exist to improve the Town Plan so that it more effectively addresses statewide goals.
John will ask Gussie about exactly how many parcels are in current use.  (The answer is approximately 65 parcels.)
Members next moved to discuss the “Tasks” section at the end of the Town Plan.  Essentially, the “Tasks” section will arise from the goals/objectives portion of each chapter.  The task will be apportioned to a representative body, i.e. the Select Board, Natural Resources Committee, historical society etc.)  
Chuck will send out the work he has done on task-delegation.  Members will start out with Chuck’s work and go from there in developing the “Tasks” section.  In so doing, each member will draft the goals/objectives portion of the chapter(s) that member revised for the update.  
Carol will begin to pull down the completed drafts of each chapter from Google Docs so that we can begin to get the 2013 updated Plan to the CVRPC for review.
Members need to get all work done on the “Tasks” spreadsheet to Carol by 10/1.
The next meetings are scheduled for October 7 and October 21.  Members will begin to assemble the “Tasks” section for the October 7th meeting.
