Meeting called to order at 6:02 p.m.

1. Robert made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of July 8, 2013.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2. Caitrin Noel – FMR – did not show.
3. Mannie and Tina Mosko and Irv and Maidy Tietelbaum came to the Selectboard with a noise complaint having to do with a motorcycle/atv track across the road from them at the Bragg Hill/Number 9 intersection area believed to be the residence of Jim Darrow with land ownership of Paula Livingston.  They noted, questioned or stated the following:
· Questioned was the need for a permit to construct such a course.

· Noted that if a permit was issued they had little recourse but for the noise pollution question.

· Noted the removal of mufflers on the vehicles & could they be required to install.

· They explained the extreme noise in the late afternoons and all day on weekends.

· They wondered if w/wearing helmets while riding made them unaware of the noise to others or if they just did not care.

· Questioned clear cutting regulations.

· Questioned the Selectboard’s position on the issue.

· Believe property values are affected by this situation and that they are some of the highest paying taxpayers in Town.
· Stated they did not want to make trouble but they had a right to the quiet enjoyment of their homes.

Selectboard responded:
· Fayston does not have a noise ordinance.

· Stuart stated one could clear cut up to 40 acres w/out needing a State Permit.

· Compared situation to snowmobiles, which the State regulates.

· Ed will check with the Fayston zoning administrator about the need, or not, of a zoning permit.

· Ed will attempt to speak with Mr. Darrow.

· SB will get back to the parties as soon as possible.

4. SB read mail and signed orders of 7/9/13 – 7/22/13.
5. 6:25 p.m. – Ed made a motion to recess the meeting until 7p.m. for the Safe Routes to School Public meeting. Robert seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
6. 7:00 p.m. – Meeting reconvened for the purpose of the Safe Routes to School public meeting.

Jim Donovan from Broad reach Planning & Design went over the crosswalk and parking alternatives currently on the table to help with traffic and pedestrian issues at the Fayston School.  
See attached information.  After much discussion, the group narrowed down the alternatives to two.  One for the upper parking area and one for the parking area on the Chase Brook parcel.  Broadreach will work on these alternatives and resubmit to the Steering Committee.  Broadreach will present the Final Draft Report to the public on September 4, 2013 at the Fayston School at 6:30 p.m.
