Minutes of Selectboard Meeting                

November 11, 2013

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m.

1. Ed made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of October 28, 2013. Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Reminder the Tri-Town SB meeting is this Wednesday night at the Waitsfield School at 6p.m.  Warren is chairing the meeting.  
3. Treasurer Office Financial Oversight – Deb Jones no longer wants to reconcile the Town accounts but is willing to stay on until the SB can find a replacement.  After discussion, SB decided that they would think about possible residents to fill the position (1-2 hour commitment per month) and re-visit at the 11/25/13 SB meeting.

4. SB noted that Chuck Martel is stepping down from the PC and MRVPD.  SB will wait for the PC recommend a candidate but hope to re-visit the issue at the 11/25/13 SB meeting.
5. SB discussed new comp time language for the employee handbook in essence putting in writing what has been practice for many years.  Jared asked that a statute reference be included and Ed did not advocate time and a half over forty hours if any of those forty hours were sick/vacation/holiday time.  SB will re-visit at the11/25/13 SB meeting.

6. Road Foreman Update:  The tandem truck has its check engine light on again.  Truck has previously been at J&B for 22 days as they fixed another problem.  SB is not happy and asked that Stuart arrange a meeting with J&B and themselves, at the Town Garage.  
He noted they had crushed 2000 yards of gravel.  Hoping to get to 5000 but then have told McCullough they can move out until next year as that amount is all that is necessary since there is little he can spread on the roads as the snow has arrived.

He is still waiting for one set of tires for one of the plow trucks.

7. Robert noted that if Northfield pulls out of the Solid Waste Alliance the cost for Fayston would likely double.  Fayston currently paid $2,700.00+ for 2013. 
8. Pace Program – SB decided to re-visit this issue on November 25, 2013.  
9. SB decided the first budget session would be on November 20, 2013 at 8:30 a.m. at the Fayston Municipal Office.
10. 6:35 p.m., Jared made a motion we go into executive session.  Ed seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  
6:45 p.m. – Jared made a motion to close executive session, Ed seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
