Minutes of Selectboard Meeting                
January 27, 2014

Anna Stegemoeller, David Frank, Stuart Hallstrom, Tim Jones, David Jones,
Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m.

1. Robert made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of 1/13/2014.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2. Public Hearing on Capitol Budget – no one from the public came to the meeting.  Ed made a motion to approve the capital budget as presented.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

3. SB moved the agenda item, Other Business, to the top as Tim Jones (Tim) arrived to discuss a trash/safety/landlord/tenant issue on Horseshoe Road.
Tim explained that 2-3 weeks ago, he had contacted local officials including the SB, Patti Lewis (Patti), Zoning Administrator, Constables and State Police, regarding concerns over a duplex occupied by tenants on Horseshoe Road.  Karen Anderson owns the property.  The concerns are trash around the property as well, a swat team incident, dumping of trash on a neighbor’s property, and general unsafe driving up and down the road. Tim and neighbors attempted to deal directly with the property owner but with no success.  The Fayston Zoning Administrator, John Weir (John) was brought into the meeting to give an update on what he has done which included phones calls back and forth between the neighbors, tenant and landlord.  
The bottom line is that there is little the Town can do when it comes to tenant/landlord relationships. Robert did mention that if there was a health hazard the Health Office could get involved.  John is dealing with the junk car issue.  He will also speak to Karen Anderson tomorrow.  If no success the SB agreed, a call from them might help.  In the meantime, Tim and others are trying to form a homeowners association for that road so that they will have some power behind dealing with these kinds of issues.

4. Town Meeting Warning:

SB reviewed the petition to place an article on the Town Meeting Warning for Vermonter for a New Economy.  Patti had verified the number and authenticity of the signatures and found the petition to be legitimate.  SB discussed with David Jones (DJ) the fact that it is an advisory article only.  Jared made a motion to accept the petitioned article for the warning.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.  

David Frank (DF) went over several aspects of the PACE program and ultimately his support for placing it on the Town Meeting Warning.  Much discussion followed about the need for it this year, the pros and cons of the program, obligations of the Town or homeowners, and practicality of the program.  In the end the SB decided that using the second sample ballot language provided by PACE would accomplish the goal of at least having a discussion with the voters about the program and ultimately allowing the SB to move forward with signing up with for program if they find the additional details forthcoming to be satisfactory.  DF will be at town meeting with details of the program to explain to the voters.  He will also return to a SB meeting to discuss further prior to Town Meeting Day.  Ed made a motion to approve the article to the town meeting warning.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
SB reviewed Article 21 regarding Town of Fayston land sales.  A copy of tax maps will be available for the voters.  In the meantime, SB asked Patti to speak to a land surveyor to get an estimate of cost to survey the town parcels.

SB discussed an idea School Board is discussing regarding holding the school portion of town meeting the night before or before town business on Town Meeting Day.  SB decided that Article 23 of the Town Meeting Warning would be a good place to have this discussion.

Ed made a motion to approve the Town Meeting Warning as stated above.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

5. SB reviewed and signed the 2014 Highway Mileage Certificate with a total of 39.64 miles of Fayston Roads.

6. SB ratified the signing of Request to Cater permits for the Hyde Away and VT Spirits Distilling Co.

7. 7:31 p.m. – Ed made a motion to go into executive session to discuss the Chapin/Spector/Regan matter.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

7:55 p.m. – Ed made a motion to close executive session.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  NO ACTIONS TAKEN.

8. Selectboard read mail and signed order of 1/14/2014 – 1/27/2014.
