Dave called the meeting to order at 5:05 p.m.
Members first discussed the Minutes of November 18, 2013.  Fred moved to approve the Minutes, and Polly seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.

Chuck is stepping down from the Planning Commission at the end of his current term and is introducing Jim as a candidate to take his place.  Jim moved to the Mad River Valley in 1998 and currently serves as the general manager of the Bridges Resort.  Jim has served as the chairman of the board of the Mad River Valley Chamber of Commerce and served with the Mad River Valley Planning District.  
Dave discussed with members the idea of having Jim serve as a full-time Planning Commission member and asking Geoff to serve as an alternate.  Given Geoff’s travel schedule, he is frequently unable to attend.  Having Geoff serve as an alternate and Jim full-time makes more sense.  Dave will make sure this is okay with Geoff, and discuss these proposed changes with the Select Board.
Next, members discussed the 2013 Town Plan revisions and, more specifically, the “goals”, “objectives”, “strategies”, and “tasks” portion of the chapters.  Members reviewed the most current drafts of chapters 6 (Housing), 7 (Transportation), 9 (Recreation), and 10 (Economic Development).  
The next meeting will take place on December 16, 2013.  Members will review Carol’s work on the goals-objectives-strategies-tasks portion of chapter 3 (Natural Resources).  Thereafter, members plan to meet on January 20, 2014.
For the next meeting, John will garner some model chapters/language for the newly-required “Flood Hazard Mitigation” chapter.
Also for next meeting, John will check on the impending steps for review and publication of the 2013 Fayston Town Plan, including the notice requirements.
