FAYSTON DEVELOPMENT REVIEW BOARD
MINUTES
WEDNESDAY DECEMBER 10, 2013 


Attending: DRB Members: Jon Shea (chair), Chuck Martel, Kevin Wry, Mike Quenneville, and Carol Chamberlin. ZA: John Weir. Public: Gunner McCain, Scott Higgins, Steve Berg, Nancy Berg, and Don Swain

The meeting opened at 6:02pm.  

The hearing opened for application #3228 (parcel ID #08-068 at 612 Mansfield Road.  Applicants Steve and Nancy Berg request approval under Section 7 of the Fayston Land Use Regulations for a minor subdivision of 20.82-acre parcel into five lots of 9.46 acres, 3.52 acres, 2.62 acres, 2.49 acres, and 2.73 acres.

Board member Kevin Wry has recused himself from this hearing.  Carol Chamberlin participated.

A site visit was undertaken on October 9, 2013.  

Discussion began with concern over the subdivision road.  Don Swain, on behalf of the applicants, clarified that a 50-foot right-of-way (ROW) begins at the end of Michael Russo’s driveway at 158 Wild Turkey Lane.  Wild Turkey Lane continues past the Russo house for approximately 300 feet, but is gravel and overgrown.  Applicants intend to add approximately 360 feet to that existing road and make the entire portion compliant with regulation standards.  

Applicant stated that Lots 1 (current Berg residence) and 2 will be accessed by extending the Berg’s existing driveway.  Lots 3, 4 and 5 will be accessed via Wild Turkey Lane.  Owners of lots 3, 4 and 5 will have a pro rata share in maintaining Wild Turkey Lane.

Chair Shea inquired about power plans.  Don responded that all power will run underground.  

Carol asked whether the applicant still desired a couple of the parcels to remain undeveloped.  The applicant responded that his neighbor, John Bassler, has expressed interest in perhaps purchasing lot 3 in order to improve the view from his own.  But other than that, the applicant replied in the negative.    

[bookmark: _GoBack]Neighbor Scott Higgins inquired whether wetlands change over time.  The Board deferred to Gunner McCain.  Gunner responded that wetlands most definitely change over time.  Specifically, the boundaries of the wetlands can shift and the total area of wetland can as well.  This is why the State re-evaluates the wetlands every five years.  Scott then asked whether a building envelope has to change if there is an identifiable shift in the boundaries of the wetlands.  Jon responded that, in such a situation, the applicant would need to come before the DRB for a boundary change and perhaps a building permit amendment.

Chuck then moved to declare the application complete.  Mike seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

Chair Shea then reviewed the application under the subdivision regulations and found it satisfactory.

Chuck moved to close the hearing.  Mike seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.

The second hearing opened for application #3265 (parcel ID #08-003 at 1826 Mill Brook Road).  Applicant Frank Fulton requests Board approval for a variance under Section 9.6 of the Fayston Land Use Regulations for construction of a sewerline on steep slopes of a grade greater than 25%, for purposes of replacing failed leachfield.  

Gunner McCain, on behalf of the applicant, stated that he needs to run a pipe up the steep hill to fix a failed septic system.

Chuck inquired whether that had been something in the materials submitted by Gunner that stated there were other options to fix the system.  Gunner responded in the affirmative.  However, those other options are vastly more expensive and could perhaps exceed the value of the house itself (not the land).  Gunner stated that any other option would cost in upwards of $40,000.

Chair Shea inquired as to the length of the septic line.  Gunner responded that it is approximately 400 feet.  There will be a two-inch drain pumping uphill. 

Gunner added that he obtained a State permit for a septic system for a 6-bedroom home.  This because he knew that there were at least several individuals living there and renting the home from the owner.  

The variance criteria of Section 9.6 of the Fayston Land Use Regulations were addressed in a satisfactory manner by Gunner McCain’s letter accompanying the application.

Mike moved to declare the application complete.  Chuck seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.

Chuck moved to close the hearing.  Mike seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.

The Board went in to deliberative session.

Members discussed the Minutes of October 9, 2013.  Kevin moved to approve the Minutes.  Chuck seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.

The meeting adjourned at 7:40p.m.
