MARCH 24, 2014

6:00 p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
1. Ed made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of 3/10/14.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Jamie Masterson from Vt. Fish and Wildlife and Corrie Miller Friends of the Mad River (FMR) Director came before the SB to review where the process was for the Manlin Road culvert replacement project that was previously handled by Caitrin Maloney. 

In summary the FMR grant will to cover the cost of the culvert and crane while the Town would bear the cost of installation with equipment, labor, and rental of an excavator.  
Jared noted that the SB had already moved and approved the project and Jamie Masterson was authorized to go ahead and order the culvert through SD Ireland as proposed.  See attached.

The group discussed keeping an access open for the people who live there, timing of the delivery of the culvert (anticipated late summer) and length of time to install (estimated between 7-10 days).  

Corrie Miller informed the group that Dean Grover out of Huntington had completed some bore tests requested by SD Ireland and discovered there may be a bedrock issue that would require blasting.  This put a spin on the process and SB will wait word from Jamie Masterson as to the necessity and extent of any blasting and Jared explained that that cost was not something the SB would be able to take on.  The entire project is on hold until the blasting issue can be resolved.
3. Allen Tinker and Lt. Matt Nally met with the SB regarding the Police Advisory Committee whose main task it is to communicate between the Committee and the SB.  Lt. Matt Nally talked about his police officer experience, his style of police work, his desire to have people report even the smallest things to him as he builds an intelligence data base, the fact Middlesex covers 18 towns, criminals using the Route 100 corridor, and the importance of the Police Advisory Committee as being the eyes and ears of the people.

Allen talked of the Committee as well and how informative it is.  He also noted that there is a new Emergency Operations Management Plan that is required and he will work with Patti to create and bring back to the SB.  
4. SB discussed computer needs within the Town Offices and decided that the Lister computer and land record computers need replacing in 2014 using line items 5600 and 5605. The server can be budgeted for and replaced in 2015.  They will also take a look at the Butternut Service Contract packages for 2015.

5. SB discussed municipal building maintenance projects.  This subject will be re-visited once the cost for installation of stairs and floor to the attic storage space are in as well as a review of the cost to have Kerry Hale install the concrete pad and meter box for the generator.  It was decided to go ahead and scrape and paint the front wall of the municipal building but by whom or the cost was not determined. It was also suggested that some of the large pine trees in the front of the municipal building be taken down in the fall to allow more light, and less moisture, to the front of the building itself.

6. SB reviewed and approved notice letters to property owners who are next to or near the two Town owned parcels of land that they are considering selling.  See attached.

7. Excess Weight Permits signed for Walker Construction, Inc., Birdseye Building Company, Bourne’s Inc., United Natural Foods, Inc., SB Ireland Concrete, John French Trucking, Inc., and Camp Precast Concrete Products, Inc.
8. Liquor License Renewals signed for Sugarbush, the Glenhouse and North Base Lodge.

9. Road Foreman update – Stuart said the sand pile is getting really low and likely to go over budget before the end of 2014.  He noted that the overhead door replacement will be approximately $1800.00.  He has spent well over half of the salt budget for 2014.

10. Selectboard read mail and signed order of 3/11/14 -3/24/14.
