MINUTES OF SELECTBOARD MEETING
April 28, 2014

Board Present:

6:00 p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
1. Robert made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of 3/24/14. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Stuart Hallstrom (Stuart) informed the SB that this week they are rebuilding the 2007 dump truck body which has rotted out.  He said that most roads were now graded and that he had to order more culvert (18 inch are 11.70/foot, 2 feet are $15.60/foot) with freight of $550.00.  He is talking to Waitsfield to see if a joint order could be placed to reduce the freight charges per Town.  When asked about the grader he said it was in good shape and should last ten more years.

3. There followed discussion about the proposed FMR ditch projects for erosion control on the Center Fayston, Tucker Hill and Kew Vasseur Roads. There was lack of information regarding the 150 vs. 250 fabrics, how it is installed and if it is biodegradable (affecting future ditch work).  There was concern over road crew time to accomplish regular maintenance projects as well as the Manlin Road culvert replacement (also a FMR project) which has already been committed to.  In the end Ed made a motion to withdraw from FMR ditch work on Center Fayston, Tucker Hill and Kew Vasseur Roads for 2014.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
4. SB reviewed and signed the Annual Financial Plan for AOT.
5. SB reviewed the Access Permit Application for Robert Fuoco, Parcel ID#01-003.  Ultimately it was decided that no access permit would be granted as what he was asking for did not necessitate an access permit but rather permission from the SB to install a culvert and put in a temporary access for the purpose of wood extraction from the island portion of his property across from the Fayston Municipal Offices. Jared made a motion to allow Robert Fuoco the access to his property for the purpose of timber harvest.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
6. Bub Burbank (Bub). Waitsfield/Fayston Fire Department Fire Chief was asked if any further consideration had been given to the possible fire hydrant placement at the top of the North Fayston/Center Fayston Roads on the Gaylord/Ewald property.  Bub replied that he had not had time to explore that option further.  SB and Bub talked about other possible hydrant locations.

Bub then informed the SB that the 14 air packs w/bottles needed to be replaced sooner rather than later due to differing technology and the cost would be approximately $109,000.00.  Previously the Waitsfield and Fayston Selectboards had agreed to upgrade these packs at a few at a time over the next three years.  He also noted a need for a compressor change.  

Jared asked that he let the SB know in the fall, what increase in the budget we were looking at.

7. Jeremiah Rutledge updated the SB on a dog complaint from Don Hanlon regarding the Martin’s on Dunbar Hill Road.  He observed six dogs, did not go inside.  Four of the dogs belong to the Martins and Mrs. Martin said she would be down Monday or Tuesday to register them.  The others belong to her sister who is staying with her and said those dogs were registered in NH.  She admitted the dogs did get out on the neighbors property recently but that they usually did not.  
8. Patti presented a Drug & Alcohol policy model from PACIF and suggested it might need to be looked at in comparison to the current Town language.  Jared will follow up with VLCT to see if that is necessary.

9. Ed will consider some painters to contact for estimates regarding the front of the Municipal Building.

10. Excess Weight Permits were signed for: Gillespie Fuels & Propane, Harrison Redi-Mix Corp., Kingsbury Companies, LLC, Curtis Lumber Company, Inc., Griffin & Griffin Excavating, Inc., Marlin Environmental fka Hartigan, Hutch Crane & Pump Rental Corp.

11. Liquor License Renewals for Tucker Hill Inn, Mad River Glen Ski Area, Lynds Inn, LLC were all ratified for signing on April 21, 2014.  Mt. Ellen Lodging/White Horse Inn and Bongiornos were signed at this meeting.
12. Selectboard read mail and signed order of 4/15/14 – 4/28/14.
