May 27, 2014

7:00 p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
1. Robert made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of 5/12/14.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. SB gave permission for the Town Clerk to sign the Three Penny Taproom request to cater a wedding reception on Bragg Hill on 6/21/14. 
3. After a discussion of budget and available funds, SB gave approval to the proposal submitted by the Regan Brothers. Ed made a motion to approve the labor and materials cost for the 12x12 attic room and to move forward with the project. Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 
4. SB discussed the Waitsfield Fire Department quote for new air tanks. Since Fayston is liable for 40% of the cost, the SB decided to hold off on their approval of this large expense until a meeting is scheduled between the Fayston SB, Waitsfield SB, and Valerie Capels to discuss the cost and any other future projects that Fayston will have to budget for. All agreed that the meeting will need to be scheduled before July 4, 2014, if possible.  
5. SB discussed two emails for Stuart Hallstrom. Stuart did not attend the meeting but spoke to both Robert and Jared beforehand. In response to an e-mail from Friends of the Mad River regarding work on a culvert this summer, Stuart said the work should be completed by mid-June and that Corrie Miller can order the crane soon after the July 4th weekend. In response to a letter from Beverley Wemple at UVM requesting permission to install silt fences on Kew Vasseur Road, Stuart said he had no objection to this request. Jared requested that Stuart clean out behind the existing silt fences on Bragg Hill.
6. Selectboard read mail and signed order of 5/13/14 – 5/27/14.

7. Jared moved to go into Executive Session to discuss the current lister position candidates. Ed seconded the motion. After discussion, no action was taken.

8. SB discussed an e-mail from the Planning Commission Chair regarding the Proposed Fayston Town Plan. The SB has not had a chance to review this document and asked that this be put on the agenda for their first meeting in June.
