MINUTES OF SELECTBOARD MEETING
June 9, 2014
Board Present:

6:00 p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
1. Robert made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of 5/27/14.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. John Weir (John), Fayston Zoning Administrator, addressed the SB as representative for the Planning Commission (PC). He noted the revised Town Plan is substantially complete and the PC is asking that the SB approve funding to update five maps.  See attached.  Jared made a motion to approve the request of $450.00 to update the five maps.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion approved.
Jared spoke to the draft wind power language and asked John to convey to the PC that they have the SB blessing on that section. John anticipates that within a short period of time the SB will receive the completed document at which time the process for warning/discussion/adoption can be started.

3. SB asked John what kind of permitting would be involved for a fire pond to be built on the Town Garage Property.  John stated that if it would hold less than 100,000 cubic feet of water that he, as Zoning Administrator, could approve a permit.  If over then it goes before the DRB for approval, requires an engineer and the involvement of the Dept. of Environmental Conservation. Jared mentioned that the SB is meeting with Bub Burbank, Fire Chief, next week and would discuss the size of the pond with him.
4. SB appointed John Weir as Fayston’s Health Officer and thanked him for stepping into the role.
5. SB signed the CAMA Agreement and authorized payment of the $238.81 contract fee.
6. SB discussed the lack of interest for the roadside mowing.  The invitation to bid deadline is June 23rd.   Stuart said a weekly rental for a mowing machine would be $2600 or $5200 for the two weeks it would take.  

7. Road Foreman Update:

Stuart has asked and received permission from all the effected landowners to the Manlin Road culvert replacement project to use their properties as necessary during the construction of a bypass and installation of the new culvert.  

Stuart noted removal of 120 loads of material from the ditch and road narrowing project on #9 Hill.  He would like to work on Kew Vasseur (in the dip area) next.

8. SB will discuss the town owned parcels and set the tax rate at the next SB meeting.
9. Selectboard read mail and signed order of 5/28/14 – 6/9/14.

Robert made a motion to adjourn at 6:34 p.m. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
