Polly called the meeting to order at 5:10 p.m.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Members first discussed the Minutes of February 24, 2014.  Jim moved to approve the minutes, and Carol seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.
Members continued to discuss various approaches to addressing development at higher elevations in the 2014 Town Plan.  Various approaches include language restricting or prohibiting development above a stated foot elevation, or whether to even mention limitation at all.  Polly had reached out to Joshua Schwartz for any feedback.  Joshua responded that different issues factor in to development restrictions, not just height specifically.  These would include scenic views and wildlife habitation, and should be taken into account when approaching development restrictions at certain elevations in the Town Plan.  
Members then discussed the report on Ecological Mapping and Build-Out Analysis in the Mad River Valley.  This report and the maps therein will help members in approaching development restrictions at higher elevations in the updated draft of the Town Plan.  Similarly, Carol would like to incorporate some of the report into chapter three (Natural Resources).  There are a good number of maps within the report which could also be used in the Town Plan.  Members will review the report for the next meeting.  
Members then moved to the 2014 Town Plan revision.  Carol had collated the chapters from Google Docs into one draft for members to review.  Although work remains with regard to graphs, pictures and formatting, this was a substantially complete rough draft.  Members continued on with the review of chapter 5, making minor edits and suggestions.  
Discussion also was had as to land held in current use – specifically, what happens when land held in current use is sold or otherwise changes hands.  John will inquire of Gussie.  (Gussie responded that, should the new owner wish to remove land from current use, all that needs to be done is to notify the State and pay the fee.)
The next meeting of the Planning Commission will be held on March 24, 2014.  Members will continue on with review of the first draft of the updated Town Plan, beginning with Chapter 6.
The meeting adjourned at 6:38pm.
