Members Present:  Dave Koepele, Polly McMurtry, Carol Chamberlin, Fred Gilbert, Jim Halavonich; ZA: John Weir;
Dave called the meeting to order at 5:01 p.m.
Members first discussed the Minutes of March 10, 2014.  Polly had two edits/suggestions.  The minutes were so amended.  Polly moved to approve the minutes as amended, and Jim seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.
Members next had their annual organizational meeting.  Carol nominated Dave Koepele for Chair of the Planning Commission and Polly McMurtry for Vice-Chair.  Jim seconded, and all were in favor.  The nominations passed.  Dave Koepele will serve another term as Chair and Polly another term as Vice-Chair.  Carol moved to keep the scheduled meeting dates as the first and third Mondays of each month.  Polly seconded and all were in favor.  The motion passed.  John will of course notify the public if any scheduling changes occur.  Carol moved to keep the Valley Reporter as the newspaper of record, and Jim seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
Polly had talked to Daniel Currier at the Regional Planning Commission with regard to updating the zoning district map from 2003 to include the Industrial District.  Daniel can do so for a fee of $45/hour.  Discussion was had as to putting in the Town Plan a map of conserved land in Fayston.  Carol wondered whether we might be able to do it ourselves, or more specifically herself.  John will see if Gussie could provide us with a map with all the parcel lines so that she could perhaps make a map showing all the conserved land/parcels in the town.  Because Polly will be away for a couple weeks, Carol volunteered to get back in touch with Daniel Currier at the RPC about updating the maps, and whether he might provide any templates so that Carol might undertake the map updates herself.
Members then moved to the 2014 Town Plan revision.  Carol had collated the chapters from Google Docs into one draft for members to review.  Although work remains with regard to graphs, pictures and formatting, this was a substantially complete rough draft.  Members continued on with the review of chapters 6 (Housing) and 7 (Transportation), making edits and suggestions.  
John will ask Joshua Schwartz about the updated info with regard to Table 7.1, for VT Route peak traffic volumes.
The next meetings of the Planning Commission will be held on April 7 and April 21, 2014.  Members will continue on with review of the draft of the updated Town Plan, beginning with Chapter 8.
