Polly called the meeting to order at 5:05 p.m.
Stephanie Smith and Amelia Norris from the Central Vermont Regional Planning Commission came to the meeting to discuss the update of the regional plan, which will be completed in 2016.  Stephanie Smith is going to the various central Vermont towns hoping to get input for the regional plan update.  She said that the update process includes various working groups, such as a transportation group and an economic development group.  Stephanie also stated that there is new website to aid in the regional plan update process.  The website (plancentralvermont.org) collates the work from the various working groups for review.  Discussion was also had as to whether Board members had any regional concerns they would like to be addressed.  Members’ responses included alternative energy siting and transportation.  
Members then discussed the Minutes of April 7, 2014.  Jim moved to approve, and Fred seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.
Members then briefly discussed the email thread forwarded by Polly concerning the future of the town plan update process.  There is a growing trend to produce a more concise version of the often lengthy, detailed town plan that could be easier to track and implement.  Also increasing in popularity is the notion of perhaps pushing the legislature to extend the time frame in between town plan updates from every five years to every ten years.
Members then moved to the 2014 Town Plan revision.  Carol had collated the chapters from Google Docs into one draft for members to review.  Although work remains with regard to graphs, pictures and formatting, this was a substantially complete rough draft.  Members continued on with the review of chapters 8 (Community Facilities), 9 (Recreation) and 10 (Economy) making edits and suggestions.  
Carol will continue to track updating the maps with the help of Dan from the RPC.
