Dave called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.
Members first discussed the Minutes of April 21, 2014.  Jim moved to accept the Minutes and Fred seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.
Dave, who was absent for the last meeting, asked for an overview of the visit from CVRPC representatives Stephanie Smith and Amelia Norris.  
Members then discussed the Forest Stewardship Project.  There was a strong consensus that this is something the Commission should pursue given the forested nature of the Town and the pending update of the Town Plan.  John will contact Stephanie Smith at CVRPC to let her know that the PC would like to move forward with the project and to get more details on what needs to be done.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Members then moved to the 2014 Town Plan revision.  Carol had collated the chapters from Google Docs into one draft for members to review.  Upon completion of members’ review of that first draft, Carol provided an updated draft of all chapters with the exception of chapters 3, 5 and 10.  Any remaining questions were highlighted by Carol.  Members reviewed those chapters making suggestions as necessary where any questions remained.  
Discussion arose as to the need to include a section on flood resiliency as now mandated by Vermont law.  Any Town Plan implemented after July 1, 2014 must include a discussion on flood resiliency.  John will check the website created by the State specifically for flood resiliency issues to see of there might be model language to include in the Town Plan.
Members discussed the protocol concerning finalizing the Town Plan, including the public notice and comment requirements for both the Planning Commission and the Select Board.
