MAY 19, 2014

Members Present:  Dave Koepele, Polly McMurtry, Carol Chamberlin, Fred Gilbert; ZA: John Weir
Dave called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.
Members first discussed the Minutes of May 5, 2014.  Fred moved to accept the Minutes and Polly seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.
Members next discussed the new requirement of including a flood resiliency section in Town Plans.  There is a mandate that such a section be included in any Plan adopted after July, 2014.  Polly had circulated a rough draft of a flood resiliency section.  Polly suggested that it be placed in the Ecology chapter under 3.9.1.7.  Members inquired whether the Town has adopted any sort of emergency preparedness and response planning.  This is a question for Patti, or maybe Alan Tinker.  John will ask.  Polly has emailed Dan at the CVRPC to see if there are any other maps concerning flood hazards in Fayston.  Members then reviewed Polly’s draft for the flood resiliency section.  Members thought it was good and should be forwarded on to Kim at the CVRPC for review and to see what if anything else is needed in that section.
Members then moved to the 2014 Town Plan revision.  Carol had collated the chapters from Google Docs into one draft for members to review.  Upon completion of members’ review of that first draft, Carol provided an updated draft at the May 5 meeting of all chapters with the exception of chapters 3, 5 and 10.  Members reviewed the remaining chapters 3, 5, and 10, making suggestions as necessary where any questions remained.  
The issue of elevation restrictions was discussed again, specifically in relation to the goals/objectives portion of Chapter 3.  Waitsfield sets its elevation restrictions for new development at 1700 feet.  Further discussion is necessary.
Members asked John to search through the Planning Commission Minutes circa 1995 to try and find out how the zoning districts were established, specifically the Soil & Water Conservation District.  The zoning district map is dated 1995 so relevant discussions might be found in the Minutes.  (Note: John found all pertinent discussion as to the creation of the districts, although none of it helped in understanding how the districts were created.  John did ask Gussie, as she was on the PC at the time.  Gussies stated that some of the Soil & Water Conservation district boundaries were established via opinions of those on the Commission at the time.  Also, that portion of the district that is heavily forested was established by soil types and suitability.
