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FAYSTON PLANNING COMMISSION
JUNE 2, 2014
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Members Present:  Dave Koepele, Polly McMurtry, Jim Halavonich, Fred Gilbert; ZA: John Weir
Dave called the meeting to order at 5:02 p.m.
Members first discussed the Minutes of May 19, 2014.  Polly moved to accept the Minutes and Fred seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.
Members next discussed CVRPC’s price quote for updating the maps within the Town Plan.  The current GIS rate is $45.00 per hour.  Daniel Currier delineated three different categories of maps that could either be updated or created for the upcoming Town Plan.  The first category consisted of the nine (9) current maps that could be contained in the 2008 Town Plan that could be updated: surficial geology, septic suitability, forest values, agricultural soils, core habitat, water resources, conserved lands, zoning districts, and transportation.  Members decided to update the zoning districts map, the conserved lands map, and the water resources map.  Updating these maps would consist of five hours of Dan’s labor.  The second category consisted only of a new required map: a Housing Resources map.  Inclusion is mandatory, necessitating four hours of labor.  The last category consisted of additional recommended maps: a utilities and facilities map, a flood resilience map and a future land use map.  Members decided to complete only the flood resilience map, necessitating one hour of labor in conjunction with the water resources map.  The total then for all updates or new mapping as requested by Members would be $450.00.  Dave will write a letter to the Select Board requesting such funds and John will be available to discuss the mapping work at the next Select Board hearing on June 9.
Members then discussed the flood resilience section.  Polly had forwarded a draft of this newly-required section to Kim McKee at CVRPC for review and comment.  Kim responded with comments and suggestions.  Members will review Kim’s comments and made suggestions accordingly at the next meeting.
Members then moved to the 2014 Town Plan revision.  Carol had collated the chapters from Google Docs into one draft for members to review.  Upon completion of members’ review of that first draft, Carol had forwarded that most recent version to Kim McKee at the CVRPC for review and suggestions.  Kim reviewed the draft and sent it back with commentary and suggestions.  Members reviewed all of Kim’s comments, making edits where necessary or leaving as is.  
John will update the data concerning new housing units since 2000.  John will adjust the “Primary Heating Fuel” chart with updated information found by Dave.  John will also try and update the charts concerning “Fayston Worker Commute Patterns” and “Fayston Resident Commute Patterns.”
