FAYSTON PLANNING COMMISSION
JUNE 2, 2014

Members Present:  Dave Koepele, Polly McMurtry, Carol Chamberlin, Fred Gilbert; ZA: John Weir
Dave called the meeting to order at 5:04 p.m.
Members first discussed the Minutes of June 2, 2014.  Polly suggested a minor edit concerning the discussion of the flood resiliency section of the Town Plan rewrite.  Members agreed upon the revision to the minutes.  Polly moved to accept the Minutes as amended, and Fred seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.
Moving to the Town Plan rewrite, Dave inquired about the Select Board’s decision on providing the Planning Commission with the $450 to update several maps for the Plan.  John had attended the last Select Board meeting on behalf of the Commission’s request.  The Select Board approved the request and it will be formalized asap.  
Also, John had forwarded on his work upon updating the data for the primary heating fuel and new housing units since 2000.  Members okayed the updated information for inclusion in the Town Plan rewrite.
Polly had forwarded a draft of the newly-required flood resilience section to Kim at the CVRPC.  Kim made some comments and suggestions, and Polly had revised accordingly.  John had also forwarded on to members Fayston’s emergency response plan as devised by Allen Tinker.  Polly incorporated the necessary elements of this plan into the revised flood resiliency section.  Members then reviewed the updated section in relation to Kim’s comments.
Dave had reached out to Joshua Schwartz for any help in filling in the missing employment data for the updated Town Plan.  Some of the data included in past versions was precluded on account of the changes in policies and regulations concerning the U.S. Census and privacy concerns.  Joshua provided links to collecting some of the missing data.  Dave will forward this to John to input in the relevant sections of the rewrite.  John will then forward that to Carol for inclusion in the current draft.
Members then discussed where to go from here as far as required procedure to get the revised Town Plan implemented.  Daniel Currier still has to complete the mapping work.  Once that is complete, a final draft should be sent to the CVRPC.  Thereafter, the Planning Commission needs to notice and hold a public hearing for the draft.  Subsequently, the Select Board must do the same.  Also, all abutting towns must receive a draft.  John will outline the necessary procedures for the next meeting.  
John will also inquire of Duxbury and Moretown what, if anything, they are planning for public outreach as far as their own Town Plan rewrites.
The next meeting of the Fayston Planning Commission will be July 7, 2014.
