FAYSTON DEVELOPMENT REVIEW BOARD
MINUTES
WEDNESDAY APRIL 8, 2014

The meeting opened at 6:07pm.  

Chair Shea re-opened the hearing for applications #3269 and #3270 (parcel ID #11-001 at 95 German Flats Road).  Applicant Northern Haven, Inc. seeks conditional use approval (Article 5) under Section 3.1(D) of the Fayston Land Use Regulations to reconstruct a bridge over a stream.  The bridge provides access to the property from VT Route 17.  The applicant has secured a VT ANR Stream Alteration General Permit from the State of Vermont.  That general permit authorizes as “Next Flood Measures”, the replacement of what was a “structurally deficient” bridge.  The applicant had failed to secure Town permitting approval prior to beginning construction.  

Dick King was present on behalf of the applicant.

The hearing was first opened on February 11, 2014.  At that first hearing, evidence was provided, testimony was taken, and the Board thereafter deliberated on the merits of the application.  Subsequently, ZA Weir discovered that the applicant had failed to notify abutters of the proposed project and the hearing for the applications.  A new hearing date was established for April 8, 2014.  The hearing was re-warned in the Valley Reporter and posted in public places.  The applicant thereafter submitted proof of notification via certified mail to all abutting landowners.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Chair Shea inquired whether any guardrails had been installed since the hearing was first opened on February 11, 2014.  Other Board members stated that rails had indeed been erected on the bridge.  Dick King stated that the rails were actually put up the day after the first hearing.  

Kevin moved to accept the application as complete, and Mike seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  

The record will show that no abutters or otherwise interested parties were present.  

Kevin moved to approve applications #3269 and #3270 with those conditions previously outlined by the Board in the deliberative session held after hearings on February 11, 2014.  Chuck seconded that motion.  All were in favor and the motion passed.

Members next reviewed and discussed the Minutes of February 11, 2014.  Chuck moved to approve the Minutes, and Mike seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.

The meeting adjourned at 6:32pm.
