FAYSTON DEVELOPMENT REVIEW BOARD
MINUTES
TUESDAY MAY 6, 2014 


Attending: DRB Members: Chuck Martel, Kevin Wry, Mike Quenneville, and Leo Cohen. ZA: John Weir. Public: Gunner McCain, Nick Goldberg, Brendan O’Reilly, Colin Flavin

A site visit was had at 5:00pm at 2789 Center Fayston Rd. for Applications #3277 and #3278.

The meeting opened at 6:00pm.  

Chuck Martel opened the hearing for application #3273 (parcel ID #14-074.006 at Lot G, Sugar Run).  Applicants Christopher and Gerri Coyle seek conditional use approval (Article 5) under Section 3.4(D) and Section 3.13 of the Fayston Land Use Regulations to construct a single family residence and a garage with one bedroom apartment above.  Conditional use is required due to proximity to wetland and construction on slopes between 15-25%.

Chuck inquired of John whether the applicant has provided proof of mailing to all abutters.  John showed that the applicants had done so.  Kevin moved to find the application complete, and Mike seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Gunner McCain was present on behalf of the applicants.  Gunner stated that this was the second time the Coyle’s applied for a permit to build on this parcel.  The previous application was approved in 2007 but not acted upon in time to avoid expiration of the permit.  Moreover, the wetlands located on the parcel have slightly shifted since the 2007 application, thereby necessitating a change in the proposed building plan.  

Gunner stated that, although the proposed house will be out of the wetland, the construction activity will disturb the wetland.  Gunner also stated that one culvert will need to be installed.  Silk-fencing will be placed for erosion control.  With regard to the septic system, Gunner added that there is present an existing pump station.  Also existing is a leech field on a neighboring lot.  Gunner will need install piping to the leech field.  There is also present a utility pole.  Additional power lines will all run underground.  

Chuck inquired as to the slope of the land.  Gunner responded that the slopes in the project area approximate 20% in grade. 

Leo asked about the size of the garage/apartment in relation to the house.  Gunner responded that the house will be 28 x 36, and the garage 28 x 32.  Chuck reminded Gunner of the requirement under Section 4.1(A)(1)(c) of the regulations that the floor area of any such accessory dwelling shall not exceed 30% of the existing livable floor area of the principal dwelling.  Gunner responded that he was aware and that the accessory dwelling will meet that requirement.

Kevin moved to close the hearing, and Mike seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.


Chuck opened the hearing for applications #3277 and #3278 (parcel ID #03-088 at 2130 Center Fayston Road).  Applicants Bruce Depper and Jane Goldstein (d/b/a/ BB & J, LLC) seek conditional use approval (Article 5) under Section 3.4(D) Standard 2 of the Fayston Land Use Regulations to construct a single family residence and a garage with one bedroom apartment above.  Conditional use is required due to construction on slopes between 15-25%.

A site visit was conducted by the Board prior to the hearing.

Chuck inquired of John whether the applicant has provided proof of mailing to all abutters.  John showed that the applicants had done so.  Mike moved to find the application complete, and Kevin seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.

Gunner McCain was present on behalf of the applicants.  Gunner stated that, contrary to the warning, the proposed project concerns a single family residence with a garage and an attached apartment, rather than an apartment over the garage.

Gunner stated the garage and attached apartment would be built first, followed by the house.  

Chuck inquired as to the slope of the land.  Gunner responded that the slope was approximately 20% in grade, give or take one percent.  

Gunner stated that there will be no more clearing of trees at the build site.  The applicants like their privacy and further clearing is not necessary.  Gunner added that there is zero wetlands impact.  Gunner also added that the house foundation present on the lot will be removed.

Mike stated that there needs to be an improvement of the drainage situation at the intersection of the driveway and Center Fayston Road.  It appears that water is not draining off enough on one side, causing water to disperse onto the road.  Mike noted that, under current access restrictions, the driveway must slope away from the shoulder of the town highway at not less than 1/4 inch per foot for the first ten feet, as measured from the edge of the shoulder.  Gunner stated that any drainage issues would be properly addressed, but asked that any such condition on approval not be too restrictive.  

Chuck reminded Gunner of the requirement under Section 4.1(A)(1)(c) of the regulations that the floor area of any such accessory dwelling shall not exceed 30% of the existing livable floor area of the principal dwelling.  Gunner responded that he was aware and that the accessory dwelling will meet that requirement.

Chuck asked about the length of the driveway.  Gunner stated that the driveway was approximately 500 feet long.  Gunner stated the area in which members were congregated during the site visit would be a parking area and would satisfy as the pull-off area required under Section 3.1(B)(5).  

Kevin moved to close the hearing, and Mike seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed. 

Leo moved to accept the Minutes of April 8, 2014, and Mike seconded.  All were in favor and the motion passed.

The Board went into deliberative session.

Leo moved to adjourn, and Mike seconded.  All were in favor.  The meeting adjourned at 6:45pm.
