FAYSTON PLANNING COMMISSION
JULY 7, 2014

Members Present:  Dave Koepele, Carol Chamberlin, Fred Gilbert, and Jim Halavonich; ZA: John Weir
Dave called the meeting to order at 5:06 p.m.
Members first discussed the Minutes of June 16, 2014.  Fred moved to approve and Carol seconded.
Members then discussed the updated mapping for the new Town Plan.  Dan Currier from CVRPC had updated four maps for inclusion in the rewrite.  Three of them looked good, namely the Zoning District map, the Housing Resources map and the Water Resources map.  The Conserved Lands map seemed to be missing a few parcels.  Members identified those missing, which are also included in a map provided to Carol by Liza Walker of the VT Land Trust.  Carol will forward this map from Liza on to Dan Currier so that he can so revise.
Members then discussed the procedures for adoption of the new Town Plan.  It was decided that September 15 would be the projected date for the Planning Commission to hold a public hearing for the draft.  At least 15 days prior to that public hearing, notice must be published in the Valley Reporter and in public locations.  Thirty days prior to that date, others must be sent a draft – including the planning commission chairs of abutting municipalities, the regional planning commission and the Vermont Department of Economic, Housing and Community Development.  The Board will meet one week in advance of the September 15 public hearing date to ensure readiness of the draft.  That date will be September 8, 2014.
With regard to the impending municipal planning grant, members are interested in applying for such for Fayston.  However, John will make sure that Joshua is not planning to do so on behalf of the entire Mad River Valley first.  If so, members will not seek one on behalf of the Town alone.  
Subsequent to the adoption of the 2014 Town Plan, members will begin revision to the land use regulations where appropriate.  So far this process will include language addressing development on steep slopes, language concerning alternative energy (wind and solar addressed separately), and language concerning accessory dwellings as set forth in Section 4.1 (C).
The next meeting of the Fayston Planning Commission will be held on July 21, 2014.
