MINUTES OF SELECTBOARD MEETING
September 8, 2014
Board Present:

6:00 p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
1. Robert made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of 8/25/14.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2. Seth Cohen – was not notified of meeting.  Will be re-scheduled for 9/22/14.
3. Heidi Spear requested that the SB waive the 8% penalty imposed on those who file their HS122 forms past the 4/15/14 deadline.  She understands a moderate charge for extra administrative work but feels the penalty is excessive. Ms. Spear and SB discussed the history of the penalty, allowances made last year, the inability to lower it, being it is an all or nothing penalty, the education funding system in general, and property owner responsibilities. SB decided they would like to hear Seth Cohen’s perspective on the matter before taking any action.  

4. John Boyer from the Youth Services Bureau explained that he is working under a grant called the Partnership for Success (PFS) and some outreach and assessment work he has been doing addressing prescription and alcohol related abuses and possible prevention ideas in Washington County. See attached documents dated 5/29/14. SB was appreciative of the information and welcomes Mr. Boyer back for updated information in a few months.
5. Joshua Schwartz from the Mad River Valley Planning District reviewed a Proposal for Mad River Valley Active-Transportation Plan (see attached for overview, goals, and components) and a $75,000.00 grant he is seeking from the State of Vermont Strong Communities, Better Connections Program (SCBC). (see attached) The grant requires a 10% match.  The Rotary Club has given $2500.00 and he is asking a $1000.00 from The Towns of Fayston, Warren, Waitsfield and Moretown, and a $1000.00 from the Mad River Valley Chamber. These funds would be dispersed in 2015. The Town of Warren would be the lead on the grant administration.  
Ed made a motion to approve the $1,000.00 support for this project.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

Mr. Schwartz will craft a letter of support for both the SB and Planning Commission (PC) to sign.

David Koepele noted that this project applies directly to the Town of Fayston in three ways.  1. It directly speaks to language in the Town Plan. 2. It will help when updating zoning regulations.  3. Volunteer Organizations could pick a project and be charged with those tasks.
6. SB authorized Town Clerk to sign and Outside Consumption Permit for Mad River Glen Coop for 9/20 and 9/27/14, and Special Events Permits for Cold Springs Spirits at Mt. Ellen on 9/27/14, Cold Springs Spirits at Mad River Glen on 9/27/14, and Otter Creek Brewing Company at Mad River Glen on 9/19/14

7. SB talked about the possibility of changing the Town’s one tax payment installment per year to two or more.  Further research will be done before deciding to put it on the Town Meeting Warning for 2015 or not.

8. Selectboard read mail and signed order of 8/26/14 – 9/8/14.
7:40 p.m. Robert made a motion to adjourn.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
