MINUTES OF SELECTBOARD MEETING
November 10, 2014

6:00 p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
Jared introduced the Cemetery Commissioners and Pat Amann.  

1. Robert made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of 10/27/14.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2. Cemetery Commission (CC).  Tom handed out financial information in charts and graphs. He noted a 15.7% growth in one Edward Jones account and an 8.3% growth in the other. David Babic, who oversees the Edward Jones accounts, was commended for his good work.  Discussion followed about why the CC must report to the SB (good check and balance and for auditing purposes), amount charged for lots ($250 resident/$400 nonresident), grave stone repairs, perpetual care interest and principal accounts, and that all this information is and will be available in the town report.
SB and Cemetery Commission then discussed Dick Migneault’s request for pay raise from $5500.00 to $7000.00.  SB supported this increase although it is the decision of the CC.
Zelda mentioned the condition of the North Fayston Cemetery Road and the fact it washes out so fast.  It was decided the CC would contact Stuart to have him look at it and see what, if anything, can be done.

3. SB reviewed the Resolution for Sustainable Education Funding Reform in Vermont.  They decided to pass on the resolution at this time as it is not clear enough nor did it adequately address the spending side of the equation.  It will also be discussed Thursday night at the Tri-Town SB meeting.

Other Business:

4. Marie Leotta (Marie) came before the SB as the Waitsfield Animal Control Officer. Jared noted that because this item was under other business it would not be an actionable item but that the SB could listen to her concerns.  Marie described a situation at Cherie Martin’s house on Dunbar Hill.  She described the number of dogs (20), parrots (8) and rabbits (1).  She described horrible living conditions, fleas, lack of vaccinations, the sale of puppies (mix of Chiwawa, Yorkie and Papillion (selling from between $360-525) , two pregnant dogs, kennel licensing, her desire to pull the animals, others she had called to try get something done, including Jerimiah Rutledge, state police, humane society and Karen Anderson’s office. Several told her that the Town had to get involved before they could do anything. SB thanked Marie for bringing this to their attention and said the first thing they would do is discuss the situation with Jeremiah.
5. Ed made a motion to pay BCBS $250.00 to retroactively change the HRA account to be used for co-insurance/out of pocket employee medical costs.  Robert, seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  SB will ratify at the 11/24/14 SB meeting as this was not a properly warned agenda item.

6. Patti presented a request from Jim from Waitsfield Telecom.  This is to install a DSL “station” on the Town Garage site.  Stuart had spoken with Jim and had no issue.  SB supports the idea and discussed easement vs. permit vs. agreement options.  They decided to ask for an agreement vs. the other two.

7. Robert noted he had been to a solid waste meeting this evening and that Fayston’s cost is going up from $2.75/head to $4.00/head for 2015.  The alternative is to pay the State of Vermont $29,000.00 plus a year and join the Montpelier alliance.  A fuller explanation will be forthcoming at the Tri Town SB meeting on Thursday evening.

8. Selectboard read mail and signed order of 10/28/14 – 11/10/14.
7:05 p.m. Robert made a motion to adjourn.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
The next SB meeting will be November 24, 2014 @ 6:00 p.m. and the Fayston Municipal Building.
