MINUTES OF SELECTBOARD MEETING
April 13, 2015

6:00 p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
1. Robert made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of March 23, 2015. Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2. Ed made a motion to approve a letter of support for the Friends of the Mad River grant application to High Meadows Fund.  Robert seconded. Corrie Miller will be leading this grant writing effort.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

3. SB discussed the Planning Commission’s request to appoint John Weir as an alternate to the Planning Commission.  There was some question about if alternates are allowed.  Instead Jared made a motion to appoint John Weir as an interim (while Fred Gilbert is recovering) full PC member.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
4. James McCaffrey met with the SB to discuss his interest in becoming a member of the Police Advisory Committee. He described his background which includes, but is not limited to, being a parole officer, an Army Reservist and math teacher. Alan Tinker (Alan) was present and described the activities of the Committee whose main function is to be a liaison between the State Police and Selectboard.  Ed made a motion to appoint James McCaffrey to the Police Advisory Committee.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.

5. Alan and SB reviewed the Emergency Management Plan.  Jared made a motion to accept the plan with the changes that were made.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  Ed suggested a copy of the plan be sent to the Fayston Elementary School, fire department and Town garage.

6. Rebecca Baruzzi met with the SB to discuss her interest in becoming a member of the Mad River Valley Recreation District.  She lives on Nelson Farm Road.  She and family enjoy mountain biking, snowshoeing and snowmobiling.  After some discussion about the direction of the Rec. District, Jared made a motion to appoint Rebecca Baruzzi as a Fayston representative to the District.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.
7. SB compared truck and body bids from Charlebois, J&B Truck Center, HP Fairfield and Tenco. Charlebois came in at $74,990.00 ($34,000 trade in) and J&B came in at $72,406.00 ($35,000 trade in) for the truck itself.  Fairfield came in at $66,490.00 and Tenco at $61,729.00 for the body.
Jared made a motion to accept the Charlebois bid for truck and the Tenco for the body.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

8. Bub Burbank had dropped off the pricing for fire department air pack and compressor replacements.  The total cost is $115,516.18.   Fayston’s share at 40% is $46,206.47.  Jared made a motion to accept the bids and fund from the fire equipment reserve account.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
9. SB will speak with Stuart for an update on Mike Marino’s damage to Airport Road from moving a large piece of equipment on it.

10. Jared and Ed explained that they had been to the Martin property on Dunbar Hill as a result of dog complaints.  They found the dogs to be spirited and happy and their living conditions healthy.  It was also noted that unless they sell more than three litters of puppies a year they are not required to get a pet dealer permit.  They were however, told they must get all vaccinations and get the dogs licensed with the Town.  To date none of the dogs are licensed.

11. Angela Ross, Esq. came before the SB at their request to discuss becoming the new Fayston Tax Sale Attorney.  She lives and works out of Albany and has/is handling tax sales for several towns.  She started her practice in 1994 and handles real estate and municipal law. She explained her tax sale process and her policy that she will only allow interest of 12% (1%/month) on the amount of the delinquent taxes and not on any additional monies that may be bid.  The rest of her process is very much the same as the way it has been done in the past. She charges the service, notice fees, and 15% of the delinquent tax amount as her fee to the property owner.
Jared made a motion to work with Angela Ross as the Fayston Tax Sale Attorney.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
12. SB signed excess weight permits.

13. SB signed liquor license application for outside consumption for the Snuggery and a liquor license permit application for Bongiornos. 

14. SB ratified signing of the Lynds Liquor license and outside consumption permits at the March 23, 2015 SB meeting.

15. Selectboard read mail and signed order of 3/24/15 – 4/13/15.
