MINUTES OF SELECTBOARD MEETING
April 11, 2016

Jared opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m.
1. Ed made a motion to approve the 3/29/16 Selectboard minutes.  Chuck seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried

2. Jay Nerenberg from the Department of Forests, Parks & Recreation (FPR) came before the Selectboard (SB) to discuss the possibility of parking in the Town gravel pit for access to what is referred to as the Dowsville Headwater property in Duxbury.  This 2085 piece of land has just be acquired by FPR and has become part of the Camel’s Hump State Forest.  The piece currently has deeded rights of way through Lindsay and Belknap property.  It currently has an interim stewardship plan while they work to create the full management plan.  There are seven miles of road, skid trails and vast trails on the property with allowable uses of mountain biking, snowmobiling, hiking, horseback riding, fishing and hunting.  The question is that there is no formal parking from this side of the property and he would like permission to be able to advertise and place signs allowing people to park in the gravel pit.  Questions were raised as to space available when the gravel pit is in use in the spring/summer/fall months, what area Stuart plans to work next, and what, if any, liability issues might the Town face.  Jared noted that the SB would like to support Jay’s effort but that he asks that Stuart and Jay meet to look at the site and decide where and how many parking spots might work and that Jay check on any liability issues.  The SB will also check with VLCT regarding liability.
3. SB reviewed the Selectboard Policy and Procedure document.  Jared made a motion to approve as presented.  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

4. SB reviewed the job descriptions for Assistant to the SB and Assistant Town Clerk. Ed made a motion to approve as presented.  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
SB asked Patti to see if she could get a copy of a road crew job description from Waitsfield or Duxbury.

5. SB signed excess weight permits for: Veilleux & Son Trucking, Inc., Newton Construction, Curtis Lumber Company, Inc., Walker Construction, Inc. Harrison Redi-Mix Corp., Hutch Crane & Pump Rental Corp., N.A. Manosh, and Marlin Environmental d/b/a/ Hartigan Company.
6. Other Business:
Stuart spoke of the road permit meeting he had attended and shared a map of identified areas of concern regarding storm water issues.  The road permit is going to cost the Town $2000.00 a year plus $400.00 every five years for the renewal of a road project plan the Town has to create.  There are some grants available to help with the creation of the plan but Fayston missed the deadline this year.  Everything has to be in place by 2018.  Discussion followed regarding the steepness of Fayston Roads and cost of materials. Stuart also noted that the State does not have all the requirements set yet and was told they would likely follow the orange book rules somewhat which is vague at best.

SB and Stuart then spoke about the possible fire pond installation on the Town garage site.  Per zoning, if a pond of 100,000 cubic feet of water or less is planned the zoning permit can be issued through the Town.  Above that permitting has to go through the State.  Additionally if any water is planned to come from the brook, a State permit will be required.  Stuart believes that pond will likely fill itself from the underground springs.  It was determined that the fire department needs at a minimum of 10,000 gallons available (they prefer 20,000 or more).  Each truck holds 3000 gallons which is used at a rate of 1250 gallons per minute.  1 cubic foot of water equals 7.48 gallons.  Doing the math this means that 100,000 cubic feet would be 748,000 gallons of water. Chuck will work with John to obtain the necessary Town permit.

Stuart will be hearing from Jim from Kingsbury Companies to look at Moulton Road and Glenview area culvert projects.  

Jared contacted John Reynolds to get a bid for paving the North Fayston Road from the end of the current blacktop to the intersection of Center Fayston and Sharp Shooter Roads.

Stuart had spoken with Max Popowicz about cutting brush.  Max quoted $800/day for two guys.  The price could come down some if the Town hired them for a full week.  Ed thought this reasonable.  Max will need to provide the town with proof of workman’s comp.
SB and Stuart discussed the gravel pit life/management.  It appears it was permitted and in use in 86/87.  At that time it had a 50/60 year life expectancy based on the removal of 18,000 yards of material per year.  Fayston has not been extracting that much but Stuart does plan to extract 20,000 for the next two years.

SB and Stuart discussed Number Nine Hill.  Stuart believes the best solution is to see if Mr. Folger will allow the Town to move the road twelve feet over to his side thus taking the pressure off the slope side.  Stuart and/or Jared will get hold of Dubois & King for an opinion.  They will likely want to do bore tests.

Chuck asked Stewart if he could better identify overtime hours on the time sheets in the future.  As Chuck signs the warrants each week he would like to be clear as to how the over time was used.

Ed asked if the SB agreed that the Municipal Office should be power washed this year.  They agreed.

Ed will get hold of Kerry Hale to see if he and Stuart can set up a time to install the pedestal for the generator at the Municipal Office building.
7. SB signed liquor license permit for Mad River Glen Ski Area.
8. SB read mail and signed warrant dated March 30, 2016 to April 11, 2016.
7:06 p.m. Chuck made a motion to adjourn.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
