Selectboard Minutes
4/17/17
Selectboard Present: Ed Read (Ed), and Chuck Martel (Chuck).
Selectboard Assistant: Patti Lewis
Guests: Stuart Hallstrom (Stuart), Nina Sweeney (MRVTV), Gunner McCain, and Kevin Van Schaick (Kevin)
6:00 p.m. – Ed called the meeting to order.
1. Chuck made a motion to approve the Selectboard (SB) minutes of 4/3/17.  Ed seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Gunner McCain (Gunner) came before the SB representing Kristina Castegren (Castegren) who owns property on Boyce Road (old Newis property).  She has a new subdivision permit for four lots (down from 8). Gunner asked for clarification that the Town agreed to take over a section of the Class 4 road from the Bridgewater’s up to Castegren’s driveway.  Stuart explained that if the road was brought up to Class 3 specifications he would not mind maintaining that road as long as he was provided a turn around.  However, the cost of upgrading the road would be borne by the landowners and not the Town per Town Policy.  There followed discussion about throwing up the Class 4 Road (pros and cons), drainage concerns (Town will crown the road), and DRB decision and amendments.  Gunner then asked permission for his client to build a stone wall coming off the existing gate, in the Town right of way.  The wall would continue down Castegren’s property.  The purpose would be to stop traffic from driving around the gate, continuing on the Class 4 Road, allowing the public greater access to her property.  Ed moved that Castegren be allowed to build the wall in the Town right of way.  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. Gunner left with the understanding that while the Town may crown the road it will not pay to upgrade the road and will not plow in the winter if it is not upgraded to Class 3 standards and that the Castegren development will be responsible to ensure no additional drainage issues develop as a result of the subdivision. 

3. Chuck made a motion to appoint Shane Mullen to the DRB.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

4. SB and Kevin reviewed the Fayston Local Emergency Operations Plan and made some minor edits. Ed made a motion to accept the LEOP plan (with edits).  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

5. Highway Department;
Stuart will try to obtain Hydro Seeder bids.
SB asked if he was doing town garage spring cleanup getting rid of metal and chemicals.  Answer yes.
Stuart has spoken to Max Popowicz about brush cutting.  Max is waiting for his helper to finishing sugaring but said he should be able to help this spring.  Stuart has a few roads he wants to work on including Center Fayston Road.  
Roadside Mowing – Patti was asked to edit last year’s contract and bring to the next meeting with bid language.  Change this year is that the SB wishes to have roadsides mowed twice.  
Mansfield Road/Shea Ditch work.  Stuart said this is on his spring list of things to do.
Chuck explained a Fayston Elementary School Storm water Discharge design project that is underway and had two question for Stuart.  Would he be able to push snow banks back at the end of the parking lot as needed during the winter?  Stuart replied he has been doing that and would continue to do so.  The second question was would the Town be willing to clean and maintain check dams down the side of the driveway.  Discussion followed about the difficulty of that task and SB decided to wait until they see design plans before committing the road crew time and energy to the task.
Randell Road Bridge – SB asked Patti to follow up with Eric Boyden to make sure the repair was on J.A. McDonald’s radar to complete.  
Stuart noted they have graded every road in town but for a couple on the North side.

6. SB signed Excess Weight Permits for Haskins & Associates Concrete, Goin Owens Little Digger Service, Walker Construction, Gillespie, N.A. Manosh Corp.

7. SB signed Liquor License Renewals for Outside Consumption Permits for the Mad River Barn.

8. Other Business:

Ed made a motion to allow the Elite Team to use the Town Gravel Pit for training on July 7, 14, and 21st provided they give the Town and insurance certificate and coordinate with Stuart.  Chuck seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
Chuck noted the Act 250 Hearing to be held at Sugarbush on May 1, 2017 at 6:00 p.m.  This conflicts with the next SB meeting.  Decision was made to move the SB meeting up to 4p.m. that day.  
Kevin Van Schaick requested an update on a decision to allow constable training.  Ed said there was no update to be given until Jared gets back and the SB can learn what information he received from VLCT on the matter.
Chuck asked about the Delinquent Tax List that was going to be presented at this meeting.  Patti said she preferred to wait until the full Board was back on May 1, 2017.  She had checked with David Sunshine’s office and he is willing to handle the tax sale for 2017.

9. SB read mail and signed order of 4/4/17 – 4/17/17.

6:48 p.m. – Chuck made a motion to adjourn.  Ed seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
