MINUTES OF SELECTBOARD MEETING
April 11, 2016

Jared opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m.
1. Ed made a motion to approve the 4/11/16 Selectboard minutes.  Chuck seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried

2. Andy Melville (Andy) explained that he had been contacted by GMP (Brian Dooley) about power that currently runs under Bragg Hill to Top of the Valley.  GMP would like to move it above ground and place the pole and guide pole on their property.  GMP indicated that if the Melvilles did not want that, GMP would come to the Town to ask for permission to place the pole in the Town right of way but that the guide pole would still need to be on the Melville property.  The Melvilles wanted the SB to know that they do not want any poles on their property and would prefer the Town not grant permission for the pole in the Town right of way.  Discussion followed regarding an alternative location of the pole to above their driveway vs. below and above ground vs. under.  SB suggested that the Melville’s contact GMP and ask if the current underground power is direct buried or in conduit which might allow them to use the existing conduit vs. digging up Bragg Hill.  Stuart said he would not want them to dig up the road as it will leave a problem for the plow truck in the winter, unless it coordinated with the next repaving of Bragg Hill.
3. Ed made a motion clarify that access permit fees are $25.00 (not $10.00 as in the past).  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

4. SB took no action on changing the PC membership from 5-7 as the recent correspondence from Polly did not indicate a need for the change.
5. Jared shared that John Reynolds quoted $250,000.00 to pave the not quite two miles of North Fayston Road from the current pavement to the intersection of Sharpshooter and Center Fayston Roads.  Stuart indicated the road is ready to be paved but for culvert replacements that would need to be done.  SB took no further action.

SB discussed #9 Hill and the slide/erosion problems.  Ed, Chuck and Stuart had met Evan Detrick (Evan) from Dubois and King at the site.  Evan’s opinion is that to try and move the road is not the best idea. Evan is preparing an estimate of cost to do some borings to determine soil/ledge conditions and to further come up with a plan to fix. Patti is looking in to grants that may be available to help defray some of the cost of testing, engineering, construction. Preliminary thoughts are this will be a $200,000.00 project. 
SB discussed other slides that need attention in Fayston including but not limited to areas on Bragg Hill and German Flats Road.

6. Chuck gave an update on the fire pond project.  He has the permit in hand and he, John Weir, and Stuart had staked the location.  The size will be 60x80 and 18 feet deep.  This puts the water well within the permit limits and well above the fire department needs.  The location also met all stream set back requirements. Ed will contact Bub to let him know of the progress as well as call Jim at Kingsbury to see when they might start construction.  Jared asked if Stuart could dig a test hole to see if it fills but Stuart thought having water in that location before Kingsbury started was not a good idea.  Stuart also has trees to cut down before construction begins.

7. Stuart noted that he is working on the VLCT/PACIF Action Plan requirements.  He has purchased jacks and jack stands.  He will order logout/tag out equipment although it is expensive for a town our size to meet this requirement.  He is also monitoring the fire extinguishers on a monthly basis as required.  He is hoping to receive information from Tifco regarding chemical storage and binder information.  Patti will contact VLCT with the update on progress.

8. SB discussed roadside mowing.  Patti will post a notice to bid in the Valley Reporter and on the website.  Tom Gibbs has expressed interest and Stuart will ask him to submit his bid.  Ed would like the contract this year to contain language with an option to extend. 
9. SB signed excess weight permits for Haskins & Associates Concrete and Josh Sherman.

10. SB ratified signing of the Tucker Hill Inn liquor license renewal on 4/12/16.  SB signed a liquor license renewal for Bongiornos.

11. Other Business:  Patti shared an email from Kerri O’Connor (Kerri), who works for the Noyle Johnson Group, who provides property insurance services.  Sometime ago Kerri had come in and copied a lot of our VLCT PACIF insurance documents with the intent to give the Town of Fayston a quote for those same services.  Patti explained to her at that time that the Town was happy with the VLCT insurance policies but that if they wanted to give a quote they were welcome.  The recent email directed Fayston to notify VLCT that quotes were being sought by June 1, 2016.  This seemed odd/uncomfortable to her and the SB agreed that there was no need to notify VLCT and that if the Noyle Johnson Group wanted to quote they could but no further action would be taken by the Town in this regard.

6:55 p.m. – Chuck made a motion to adjourn. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
