Selectboard Present: Jared Cadwell (Jared), Ed Read (Ed), and Chuck Martel (Chuck).
Selectboard Assistant: Patti Lewis
Guests: Stuart Hallstrom (Stuart), Nina Sweeney (MRVTV), Doug Day (Doug) 
6:00 p.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
1. Chuck made a motion to approve the Selectboard (SB) minutes of 3/20/17.  Jared seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Doug Day came before the SB with an interest in joining the Planning Commission (PC). He talked about his educational, engineering, and construction backgrounds and his desire to be involved in the community.  He heralds from Maine, then Connecticut, and now Deer Run Lane in Fayston. The SB appointed Doug to the PC and welcomed him aboard.  They also asked if he would be willing (due to his background) to attend a meeting at the Town Garage on Wednesday at 1p.m, as a group was going to meet there to begin assessing the needs and course of action to its renovation or replacement.  He said he would.

Jared then made a motion to appoint PC/DRB/FNRC Members as follows;
Kevin Wry to the DRB for a one-year term.
Michael Quenneville to the DRB for a two-year term.
Leo Cohen to the DRB until Shane Mullen fills his position, which will be once the PC is finished with land use regulation revisions.
Doug Day to the PC to finish out Fred Gilbert’s term to 2018.
Don Simonini is on the PC finishing out Tim Jone’s term to 2020.
Ned Kelley to the FNRC for a three-year term.
Stan Button to the FNRC for a three-year term.
Don Simonini has also stepped up to be Fayston’s PC representative to the MRVPD for a one-year term.
Ed Read was appointed the MR Resource Management Alliance Alternate Representative for a one-year term.
Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

3. Chuck made a motion to approved Jeremiah and Sara Rutledge’s access permit application for 485 Smith Road. Ed seconded. After discussion an additional condition of “Make sure sightlines (vegetation) are clear at road access opening.” was added to the permit. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

4. Hill #9 - SB discussed Option #4 of the Dubois & King proposals for the fix of #9 Hill Road.  Cost of that fix is between $400,000.00 and $500,000.00.  Stuart thinks moving the road over a half a lane will be a less costly and an easier fix and indicated that Mr. Folger, at one time, had agreed to the Town doing so on his land.  Ed believes we would still have to have an engineered design and need to be in touch with the Folgers immediately to see if they are still in agreement. The work would encompass a 200 foot section of road and be moved 12-15 feet into the bank of the Folger property.  SB decided to shim it again (approx. cost of $3500) for 2017 and look into the road re-alignment alternative.

5. Dump Truck Bid – SB reviewed three bids for the purchase of a new one ton pickup for the Town Highway Department.  Foster Motors came in at $50,577.00.  Lamoille Valley at $52,444.00.  Goss Dodge at $49,482.00.  Goss did not include a tow package nor a cold start plug in.  All have the same warranty.  Ed made a motion to accept the Foster Motors bid of $50,577.00 and to authorize the purchase.  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. It was also noted that the plow package will still need to be purchased for about $7200.00 as well as a sander.  Stuart hopes the sale of the current pickup will cover the cost of at least the plow.  He believes the Town will get between $7,000 and $10,000.00 for the current pickup.  SB will put that out to sealed bids once delivery date of the new truck is determined.

6. Town Garage – Jared noted that on Wednesday, April 5th, at 1p.m. Jim Despres, Dean Zoeckline, Doug Day, Stuart, Jared, Chuck and Ed would meet at the Town Garage to begin an assessment of its needs.  

7. Constable Duties – Jared said he is meeting with VLCT on Thursday and will discuss with them costs and liabilities associated with the town having a certified second Constable and report back to the Board.  The SB was of the opinion that the Town should take it slow when it comes to constable duties, that the status quo has been working well for the Town, and that they did not want to see Fayston constables become like Warren’s. 

8. Ed made a motion to move forward with the Lister and Zoning office NEMRC software upgrades.  Chuck seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

9. SB signed excess weight permits for: Camp Precast, Beacon Sales Acquisitions, Marlin Environmental, Harrison Redi-Mix, Newton Construction, Hutch Crane & Pump, Sticks & Stuff, Curtis Lumber, and Ernest Krusch.

10. SB signed Liquor License Renewals for Tucker Hill Inn, Mad River Glen and Lynds Inn (Mad River Barn).  

11. Other Business:
SB gave Patti permission to sign a Special Event Permit for Citizen Cider to sell product from 6/29-7/1/17 at Mt. Ellen.
Patti handed SB a list of potential tax sale properties and told the SB that she would be asking for permission to move forward at the 4/17/17 meeting.  
Chuck questioned the liability insurance line item overage and it was noted that the bill had not been split between the categories properly and would be fixed.
Ed questioned the $9900 municipal maintenance line item and was told the payment for the generator had to be paid on this warrant.  After discussion the SB authorized Patti to move that expense to the equipment and asset reserve fund #3016.  
12. SB read mail and signed orders of 3/21/17 – 4/3/17.  

7:08 p.m. – Jared made a motion to adjourn.  Ed seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
