10:30 a.m. – Jared called the meeting to order.
1. Ed made a motion to approve Selectboard (SB) minutes of July 27, 2015 (with an amendment to change the date of minutes to 7/27/15). Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2. Ed made a motion to approve and sign the Statement of Consent to Use Public Roads for the Green Mountain Stage Race on 9/6/15.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
3. SB gave Patti permission to sign an Application for Festival Permit for Mad River Glen’s Septemberfest to be held 9/26/15 from 1-5p.m.
4. No candidates were forthcoming to be on the FNRC.  Ed noted that his company, Mad River Property Management, will mow the McCullough Barn property a couple of times a year going forward.

5. SB discussed the ongoing unlicensed and dog complaint issues at the Martin residence on Dunbar Hill.  They will ask that the Martins attend the next SB meeting.

6. Shawn Sullivan walked in to the SB meeting to ask that they re-visit a curb cut permit that was issued 8/25/2003 (#2003-145) to Allan Spector for Fayston Farms Road, Lot 21.  At issue was the fact the permit information was not filled in properly and thus difficult to determine where the exact location was.  Mr. Sullivan produced a map and explained where he wanted to locate the curb cut.  The SB updated the permit, noted conditions, and added the map for reference.

7. Chris Mayone requested that the SB waive the Late Filer Penalty on his tax bill and handed a letter to them from his accountant who took responsibility for not filing on time.  Jared noted that this is the third year Homesteads had to be filed, the first year they were flexible due to the new process, the second year they were also somewhat flexible, but this year they would not and could not continue and denied the request.  They suggest that Chris should be asking his accountant to make this right as the responsibility appeared to be his.  
8. Road Foreman update; Stuart said he was working on Harris Hill this week.  The Tucker Hill ditching would take another week.  The crusher is coming within a week or two.  The price of salt went up $2.00/ton and he would order some of that soon.  The new truck is in and he will be picking it up and taking it to Tenco for the body tomorrow.
9. SB read mail and signed warrant for 7/28/15 – 8/17/15.
